As a STUDENT, I will keep my focus on what is important in meeting my goal of learning by:

Being in class on time, every day, with my homework in hand and prepared to work;
Allowing the teacher to teach and everyone in the class to learn;

Completing my work on time and to the best of my ability;

Keeping my hands, feet, objects, and comments to myself; and

Respect others and their property.

As a PARENT/GUARDIAN, I will support Soper School’s programs and activities that give my child
the optimum opportunity for learning by:

Expecting my child to complete homework assignments independently and discuss his/her results
for improved learning, and check for a timely return to school;
