He poured out himself
to death and was
numbered with the
transgressors.

He bore the sin of many
and interceded for the
transgressors.

The "Son of Man"is a
pre- existent,
transcendent being.

The "Son of Man” comes
with the clouds of
heaven.

The "Son of Man' is given
dominion, glory and a
kingdom that will not
pass away.

Peoples, nations, and
men of every language
will serve him.
