Seated Neck Stretch

Sit upright in a chair and grasp the seat with one hand. Slowly lean your body away from the hand, holding on to the seat and allowing 
the opposite arm to hang loosely at the side.  Slowly turn the head to gaze toward the floor.  Inhale, exhale and repeat on the other 
side.

	 This move stretches the muscle that sits across the top of the shoulder known as the trapezius.
