Sustainability Experiments in Asia-Project Team

International Research Collaboration: 2

India is a rapidly developing economy. Any

elderly person you talk to, will acknowledge the
amount of change India has gone through in the
past few decades. Whether it is the IT sector or
Renewable Energy — Science, Technology and
Innovation have become indispensible part of
India’s emerging economy. We refer to this radical
change as “Societal Transition” towards “a
sustainable” direction.

However, sustainability of a lot of initiatives like
electricity through solar energy, green mobility
modes, etc. are still debated and contested.
Researchers from Netherlands and UK collaborated
with Global Change Programme (GCP), Jadavpur
University and Chiang Mai University in Thailand for
a project on “Sustainability Experiments in Asia”,
trying to unpack the notion of sustainability in
Indian and Thai context.

A stakeholder workshop was hosted by GCP-JU, in
collaboration with partner universities at Peerless
Inn, Kolkata in November 2013. Representatives
from the local governments, researchers from
universities across India, representatives from
nongovernmental organizations, civil society
activists shared their practical experiences and
offered insights on what sustainability actually
mean to them. One of the many interesting results
from the analysis of the interviews was that
affordability of the technologies and services, policy
support, even comfort and convenience came up as
more important criteria for sustainability, than the
environmental causes.

This project concluded in 2015, details of which can
be viewed here. The Dutch, Indian, Thai and British
researchers are continuing the research on
sustainability transition in India and other
developing countries, through other project
initiatives. Stay tuned and get in touch if you are
interested in getting involved.
