Neighborhood Watch Presentation – Tom Cornelius, Douglas County Sheriff.  Mr. Cornelius explained how our crime rate is low, but the goal is to keep it low.  With increased population growth in Douglas County more people will be nearby, and we do not want to become a “target” neighborhood for gangs and thieves.  He believes that Neighborhood Watch would be a positive program for Happy Canyon – the only challenge would be lack of visibility (people can’t see their neighbors).  The Sheriff would conduct an hour-long training for Happy Canyon residents, then we would be approved for a sign (or signs) that are $54/each.

Motion to start Neighborhood Watch program by James Coope, seconded by Hal Van Hercke.  Bill Baird to set up library reservation for 9/6 or 9/7 and arrange with Sheriff.

Reviewed Minutes – James Coope.   Minutes reviewed and approved.  James motioned to accept, Arnon seconded.  All were in favor.

Treasurer’s Report:  Debbie was absent but sent James a report to share.  Balance as of 6/30/17 is $7,986 in account 2545 and $2,613 in account 1374.  

Open Floor for HOA Community Members – Les Lilley presented information on the Promenade East development.  Their problem is access, and they need two access points for their 57-acre development.  The developer (Alberta) has proposed that a secondary entrance join Canyon Road.  Les has been in contact with the City of Castle Rock, Douglas County, and an Alberta representative.  We appointed Les as a leader of a sub-committee to oversee the project and assist the HOA in addressing concerns.

HCHOA Open Issues:

Water – Arnon shared materials from the well water seminar he attended.

Fire Mitigation/Bridle Trail – Hal offered to chair the fire committee.  James moved to appoint Hal, Arnon seconded.  Discussed how Team Rubicon may be able to assist.

Welcome Committee – No report.
