Blachack left the home 
and Recterach forgave his 
wife.

Recently, Blachack 
returned to the Recterach 
home on Powderly Street 
with wine and whiskey in 
hopes of  patching things 
up with Recterach.

Recterach said he had 
too much to drink, and 
his wife and Blachack put 
him to bed. When he 
awoke the next morning, 

his wife, daughter and 
most of  their valuables 
were gone.

Several neighbors told 
him they saw his wife, 
their daughter and 
Blachack leaving the 
home.
