
 
 
 
Thank You Trinity County Community!   Trinity County Fair may be the smallest Fair in California, but due to your generous sponsorships 
and donations we are able to provide the “Best Little Country Fair in California”!  Without your continued support we would not have been 
able to keep the Fair operating and provide a venue for other activities and events held at the Fairgrounds over the past 2 years. 

2020 and 2021 came with many challenges from a National Pandemic to Fires on both sides of Hayfork, but our community, volunteers and 
staff stood strong and were able to support our Jr. Livestock Program with both a live and virtual Show and Sale and provide a Modified Fair 
in the middle of the Monument and McFarland Fires.  Your Trinity County Fairgrounds also supported our community by housing Drive Thru 
COVID-19 Testing and Vaccination Sites, Large Animal Evacuation Center and In-person Evacuation Point for the August Complex, 
Monument and McFarland Fires, along with housing and support for Fire Camps during these fires. 

Also, during the past two years we were able to repair the Mayme Patton Exhibits Building roof, concrete the floor in the Jr. Livestock Small 
Animal Barn and were the recipients of a Well, donated by Shasta Well Drilling.  We have many more projects lined up for the next year, 
which include Public Safety Power Shutoff (PSPS) point with generators to support our community during these emergencies, upgrade and 
reclassification of the Dining Hall Kitchen as a Commercial Kitchen, repair the roof and replace the ceiling in the Floriculture Building, 
connect the donated Well to our existing irrigation water system to help with the cost to keep our grounds green and possibly another 
water project that will benefit the community.  If you would like to help with the funding of these projects, please specify your donation 
below. 

As in the past your TCFA Membership Card gets you into the Fair Free, which was increased to four days July 28-31, 2022; and Bigfoot BBQ 
May 13 & 14, 2022.  The cost of membership is $25/person (increased from $20), and $100/business (includes 4 membership cards).
