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Membership Options 
Minnesota Territorial Pioneers, Inc. (MTP) is a member-based 501(c)(3) 
non-profit run by an annually elected board of directors.   

MTP offers four primary classes of regular membership, as well as a 
non-membership “Friends of the Pioneers” option for individuals who do 
not meet the qualifications necessary to become members, but who 
desire to help us preserve the heritage and history of the men and 
women of all faiths, backgrounds, and origins who settled the 
Minnesota Territory.

Members: 

With the exception of Honorary Members, voting and non-voting 
Members consist of those persons who are direct descendants of 
persons who settled the Minnesota Territory prior to statehood 
on May 11, 1858, or their spouse, who are accepted into the 
organization as members by a vote of the membership at the annual 
membership meeting held each May.   

To become a Member, applicants must submit a completed membership 
application (which can be found on the membership page of our 
website) along with a $25 processing fee to cover the costs of verifying 
the accuracy of each submitted application.   
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While new members are only inducted each May, applicants will be 
notified of the status of their application following review by the board 
of directors, and once approved by the board will be added to the MTP 
mailing list and invited to participate in MTP activities while awaiting 
induction.  Applicants are not required to pay annual dues until officially 
accepted into the organization at the May membership meeting. 

Annual Membership:  
Annual dues of $40 per-year  

Annual Senior Membership (65 plus):  

Annual dues of $35 per-year  

The benefits of Annual Membership include voting rights in the 
organization, the ability to serve as voting board members, a wallet-
sized membership card, a membership certificate, a subscription to 
MTP’s quarterly newsletter, invitations to special member-only events, 
and the opportunity to volunteer at MTP educational events throughout 
Minnesota. 

Life Membership: One-time membership fee of $400 

Life Memberships remain in effect throughout the lifetime of the 
member, and no additional dues or assessments are required.  In 
addition to receiving all of the benefits of regular annual members, Life 
Members also receive a special Life Membership Certificate, the MTP 
ribbon, an MTP pin-back button, the commemorative book, “Then and 
Now,” and a special Sesquicentennial commemorative medallion. 

Junior Membership (Under Age 18):  
One-time membership fee of $200 

Any person meeting the ancestry requirements necessary for 
acceptance as a Member, but who is under the age of 18, can be 
accepted as a Junior Member.  Junior Members are eligible to 
participate in MTP events, and those 16 years and older are granted full 
voting rights.  Aside from the processing fee and the one-time 
membership fee, Junior Members are assessed no annual dues and are 
eligible to become regular Annual Members, or Life Members at a 
discounted rate, upon turning 18.

*Former Members: I f you’re a former member of the MTP (defined as members who 
haven’t paid their annual dues within six months of the due date) and would like to 
reinstate your membership, you may do so by resubmitting your initial application for 
membership (including a fully completed ancestral Lineage Form), along with a $25 
reinstatement fee.  All applications for reinstatement become effective only following 
acceptance by the membership at the annual meeting in May, and annual dues for the 
new year will be assessed at that time.  If a completed Lineage Form is already on file, 
you may contact the MTP secretary to request waiving the requirement to re-submit a 
copy of it with your application. 
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
