The most likely answer to that 
question is “yes,” or maybe “YES, 

YES!” We are in times where there are 
lots of things on our minds. Many of those 
things can cause us to worry. Some of us 
worry daily about getting sick, whether 
it is a cold, the flu, or COVID. Passing 
on a virus to someone else 
concerns us. We worry 
about days missed 
from work, children 
missing school, 
or things shut 
down because 
of sickness.  
We can worry 
about the  
world of Covid 
every second.

What about the 
economy? Do you worry 
about your savings and 
investments? Do you watch the stock 
market and worry about it collapsing? Do 
you watch prices soar, debts rise, home 
and gas prices soar, and worry about it all?

Do you worry about your friends and 
family? How are they doing? What are they 

up to? Are they taking care of themselves 
and making good choices?

Now, I hope as you read this, I did not put 
new worries into your head! We all have 
enough on our minds. Please do not add 
anything new to the list!

Here’s the thing, we often worry because 
we believe it is good to worry. 

It shows that we care, that 
we are trying to help. 

We think that our 
worries cause us 
to make plans, 
to put safety 
measurements 
in place. We 
believe worrying 

about something 
stirs us into 

action. Maybe to a 
certain extent, that is 

true. Does staying up all 
night and losing sleep mean it 

is a good thing? Does just worrying and 
worrying mean we are on the right path? 
Does worrying that leads to overreacting 
mean our intentions were good, even if 
the result was not?
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Luke 12: 22-26: “Then Jesus said to his disciples: 
‘Therefore I tell you, do not worry about your life, what 
you will eat; or about your body, what you will wear. For 
life is more than food, and the body more than clothes. 
Consider the 
ravens: They do not 
sow or reap, they 
have no storeroom 
or barn; yet God 
feeds them. And 
how much more 
valuable you are 
than birds! Who of 
you by worrying 
can add a single 
hour to your life? 
Since you cannot 
do this very little 
thing, why do  
you worry about 
the rest?’”

We need to admit 
something to 
ourselves, sometimes when we worry, we’re trying to 
control everything. Our worrying is identifying the things 
that seem out of our control. And you know what? You are 
right! We cannot control everything, and that is okay.

It’s okay because Jesus tells us that there is a loving God 
who wants to take care of us. As Jesus uses the example 

of birds, God’s creation feeds birds, shelters them, and 
allows them to prosper. If God gives birds all of that, how 
much more will God display his love of you in what he 
provides to you!

No, God is not a 
genie in a lamp 
who will fulfill your 
wishes, but neither 
is God going to set 
you out in the wild 
to fend for yourself 
with a “good luck!” 
on the way out. 
God will take care 
of you; we only 
need to trust that 
this is true and have 
faith. Our worries 
often expose our 
human desires to 
control everything, 
to control everyone. 
God did not design 

us to be in absolute control. Why would we need a God if 
we could? If you find that your worries are rooted in your 
need to control something, give it to God in prayer. God 
will help you see that in his expression of love. He will 
help you meet your needs.
