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To help us accurately account for all events taking place around the globe, we ask that you
submit a “Commemorative Event Request Form” ... not for “permission” to host an event, but simply to
allow us to capture all the efforts being made to thank and honor our 7.2 million living Vietnam veterans
and the families of all 9 million who served in uniform from November 1, 1955 to May 15, 1975. It also
helps us provide support for Commemorative Partner events, when able.

4. Fill in the fields. *Note: after 15 minutes of
inactivity, the system will “time out” and require you
to log in again.
