1. Review 2015 Budget and 2015 Dues – Tom Shimota 

Tom Shimota passed out the proposed 2015 budget and dues. Tom presented the 2014 year-end financials.  The membership discussed expenses and reserves. 2014 dues will remain at $600 per year. Tom will send out the 2015 invoices.

3.  Review of new Collections Procedures – Steve Gruber
Steve reviewed the new collections procedures and agreement with Vial Fotheringham LLP to collect delinquent dues.  He reviewed the process by which all legal fees are paid. The delinquent homeowner pays the fees as part of the collection process or through the lien process at time of property sale.   
4. Other business

Directory updates – Shawn will send out an updated directory. 
Cleaning mailbox structures – Shawn reported that an old BBQ brush easily cleans off the brick mailbox structures with 10 minutes of work.  Shawn cleaned off the mail box for her home and suggests the neighbors use the same process for their structures.  
Trees in greenspace – clarification of procedure.  The membership discussed the question of who assesses and who pays for tree work.  The following procedure was approved:
1. If a homeowner is concerned about the safety of a tree rooted in the greenspace, it is the homeowners responsibility to 
a. hire an arborist to determine if the tree should be trimmed or cut down

b. if downing is needed: prepare the proper city permits, locate a KWHOA director to sign the paperwork, the homeowner submits paperwork to the city and receives LO cutting permit
c. hire a tree company and pay for the work to be completed
2. The KWHO association will support the homeowner by signing the permit request 

3. The KWHO association  will allow downed trees to remain in the greenspace

4. The KWHO will not pay for the work to be performed
5. For clarification, it is our understanding that if a greenspace tree falls onto private property, it is the homeowner’s insurance, not KWHOA’s insurance that is responsible for payment of damages and tree removal.  This also holds for a tree falling from one lot onto another lot.
