The budget was presented as follows:



GENERAL FUND

The proposed General Fund budget for 2012/2013 is $3,481,887 with a tax levy of $2,914,465 and revenues of $562,461.  The proposed tax rate will be $21.44 per thousand of assessed valuation, which represents a 1.32% increase from the previous year.
WATER FUND
The Water Fund is looking at a budget of $920,528.  The water rates will be $5.97/inside and $8.00 outside, which represents no increase from last year.

SEWER FUND

The Sewer Fund is looking at a budget of $913,361. The sewer rate will be $6.07 inside and outside, which reflects a 4.48% increase from last year.

DEBT SERVICE

The debt service budget for 2012/2013 is $348,550.35.
SANITATION FUND

The Sanitation Fund is looking at a budget of $780,187.   This fund will derive its revenue thru Village wide sanitation billing.
