It is becoming the time of year to start perfecting your throwing
techniques and concentration so that you are in top form to try out for
the Dayton All-Stars Team. The All-Stars Team qualifiers will begin
early in September.

The All-Stars Team consists of 24 men with 4 alternates and 12
women with 2 alternates. Each member of the team will receive a
personalized tournament shirt. The team will travel to Columbus for a
one-day tournament called the Quad-City Challenge on November
22. At this tournament, the All-Star Teams from Cincinnati, Cleve-
land, Columbus and Dayton square off for bragging rights as the best
dart city in Ohio.

The qualifying format is a little different this year. As in the past you
will throw a total of 20 rounds (60 darts) per attempt. The first 3
rounds will be shot at doubles. Every double you hit is worth 40

points. Then 14 rounds are shot to try for as many points per throw

as possible. All triples, doubles, singles are worth face value. The
last 3 rounds are again shot at doubles, each worth 40 points. The
total of all these points is added and becomes your final score. The
highest scores are posted on a standings list showing who has
qualified for the team at that time.

It costs $1 per qualifying attempt and a list of qualifying dates and
times will be posted in your local dart bar. Keep your eyes open for
