Mattie Lee Price was born in May 1869 in
Murray County, GA, the daughter of George
W. Price. She married 29 Nov 1885 in
Madison, FL. Samuel Wise, a traveling
salesman who worked for a Savannah Georgia
house. She later married William W. White
on 13 Aug 1888. Her third husband was a
Louis (Lew?) Aronson, a circus grafter
(possibly the Lew Aronson who later worked
for Gollmar circus). She married him in about
1893-1894.

For a while she was a sensation of the
highest order, for which thanks were largely
due to the management of her husband
[White], a wonderful lecturer and a thorough
showman. He “sold” the act as no other man
had sold an act before. Later they had a
squabble, the other apex of the triangle being
a circus grafter. He interfered and was quite
successful as an interferer; but, was a
diabolical failure when he attempted to
duplicate White’s work as lecturer, and the
act, and the act sank out of sight.

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Family of Francis Eppes (1865-1929)

Did you ever look at a tombstone and just know that you had to learn more about the person
who was buried there? Well, I certainly did but it took a good long while before I had the time to
devote to it. About two years ago | saw where a family named Eppes had been buried in the Oak
Ridge Cemetery in Madison, Florida. The family was comprised of the father, mother and three
young children. The father’s name was Francis Eppes which especially caught my interest as my
maiden name is Epps. Would you believe it if I told you that he was a great-great grandson of the
former US President Thomas Jefferson? Well, it is true and I would like to share with you some of
what I learned:

Francis Eppes was born in 1865, a son of Thomas Jefferson Eppes and Theodosia Burr
Bellamy. He married the former Miss Alberta Randolph Wharton, a member of the well-known
Randolph and Wharton families of Virginia, on 15 Oct 1890 in Luray, Page, VA. She was 22 years old
and born in Virginia. Her uncle, Rev. H. M. Wharton was a noted Baptist divine, one of the most
prominent Baptist clergymen of his day. Alberta passed away in 1945.

Mr. Eppes died in March 1929, and was laid to rest in the Oak Ridge Cemetery in Madison,
Florida, with his funeral services being conducted by Rev. W. J. Ray of the Baptist church of Madison.
Mr. Eppes was living in Winston-Salem, NC at the time of his death. His death was a great shock to
his family and friends as he had apparently been in the best of health when he suffered a heart attack
and dropped dead in the Wachovia Bank in Winston-Salem. He had gone there to attend to business.
His body was accompanied back to the old home for burial by the bereaved wife and daughter, Miss
Mamie Lula Eppes, Mr. and Mrs. Francis Eppes, Jr., and their two children and Mrs. Charles H.
Dickinson, sister of Mrs. Eppes. Acting as pall bearers were Messrs. A. D. Stanton, B. N. Tucker, W.
L. Tooke, W. B. Davis, W. P. Knight and T. J. Beggs, Sr.

Buried beside Mr. Eppes are his wife and three of their children, Wharton Eppes (1894-1895);
Randolph Eppes (1896-1896) and Theodosia Eppes (1901-1904). Also located near them is Ella
D. Wharton, wife of Rev. J. S. Wharton, M. D. Ella was born on 20 May 1844 and died 11 Jan 1885.

Mr. Eppes lived in Madison the greatest part of his life. He was a prominent member of the
Baptist Church and a promoter of all of its interests. In 1907 he moved with his family to
Harrisonburg, VA, later going to Danville, VA where he resided for a few years, and finally moving
from there to Winston-Salem where he was a resident for the last 10 years of his life. He was a
member of the 5% Street Baptist Church of that city, and prominent in business and social circles.

At the time of his death, Mr. Eppes was survived by his widow, one brother, Mr. Randolph Eppes
of Winter Garden; one sister, Mrs. Arthur B. Harrison, of Pompany, FL; one son, Francis Eppes, Jr.,
of Alma, GA; one daughter, Miss Mamie Lula Eppes of Winston-Salem, who was the head of the
Teacher’s Training Department of the Harmony N. C. school; one grandson, Francis Eppes; and one
granddaughter, Alberta Eppes.

The father of Francis Eppes was Thomas Jefferson” T . Eppes, Son of Francis Wayles Eppes
and Mary Elizabeth Cleland Randolph. He was born 29 Jun 1827 in Albemarle County, VA and
lived until 1869. Thomas Jefferson Eppes married the former Miss Theodosia Burr Bellamy,
daughter of Abraham Bellamy and Elizabeth Ann Williams, who was born in 1838 in Florida and
died 11 Aug 1872 in Florida. According to the Macon Weekly Telegraph, Issue 9, page 6, 10 Sep
1869: “Hon.T.]. Eppes, of Florida, who will be remembered by those who were students in the
University of Georgia in 1849, died August 4, 1869. He had made quite a reputation in his brief
career, having occupied many honorable positions in the State of Florida.”

Francis Wayles Eppes, father of Thomas Jefferson Eppes was a son of John Wayles Eppes and
Mar i a “ Pol I|.¥rancisiwasbdre 20 Sep 1801 in Henrico County, VA (or possibly
Monticello, Charlottesville, Albermarle County, VA) and died 30 May 1881 in Orlando, Orange County,
FL. He married the former Miss Mary Elizabeth Cleland Randolph who was born 16 Jan1801 in
Goochland County, VA (or Albemarle County, VA) and died 15 Apr 1835 in Henrico County, VA. He
later married Susan Margaret Ware Crouch (1815-1887).
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Francis Wayles Eppes moved to Leon County in about 1829 with his wife and numerous slaves
from Virginia, including some descendants of Betsy Hemmings, his nurse and a matriarch of the
slave community at his childhood home of Millbrook. While the territory was under Spanish rule, he
served as mayor of Tallahassee. He was most noted for initiating the proposal to locate a state-
supported seminary in Tallahassee, which eventually developed into Florida State University. Atthat
time, he owned a plantation of about 1900 acres, worth about $24,000 and had 70 slaves. Francis
sold his plantation during the War Between the States for Confederate money and then lost the
remainder of his investment and his slaves by 1865. When the slaves were freed, Francis Wayles
moved to Orange County, Florida to begin citrus farming.

John Wayles “ J a Eplpés, father of Francis Wayles Eppes and son of Francis Eppes and
Elizabeth Wayles, was born in Apr 1773 in Eppington, Chesterfield County, VA and died in Sep 1832
in Monticello, Albemarle County, VA (or Millbrook, Buckingham County, VA). On 13 Oct 1797 in
Monticello, VA, he married the former Miss Maria“ Po |l | y ” , daeghtér ef Preesident Thomas
Jefferson. She was born 1 Aug 1778 in Monticello, Albemarle County, VA and died 17 Apr 1804 in
Monticello, Albemarle County, VA.

John Wayles Eppes was the only son and youngest of six children of Francis Eppes and
Elizabeth Wayles. He attended the University of Pennsylvania at Philadelphia and graduated from
Hampden-Sydney College in Virginia in 1786. He studied law and was admitted to the bar in 1794
and commenced practice in Richmond, Virginia. He was an attorney, a United States Representative
and a Senator from Virginia. One of the wealthy planter class, he married his first cousin, Maria
Jefferson, the youngest surviving daughter of Martha Wayles Skelton and President Thomas
Jefferson. John W. was buried in the private cemetery of the Eppes family at Millbrook, near
Curdsville, VA.

If you were able to follow the above information, you saw that the Francis Eppes buried in the
Oak Ridge Cemetery in Madison was a lineal descendant of Thomas Jefferson, being the great-great
grandson of the Virginia statesman and third president of the United States.

His line descends as follows:
1)Mar i a ‘Jefferdon, galighter of the US President.
2) Maria married John Wayles Eppes
3) John Wayles Eppes had a son Francis Wayles Eppes
4) Francis Wayles Eppes had a son Thomas Jefferson Eppes

A Sketch of the Late Francis [Wayles] Eppes,

Son of Thomas Jefferson’s Favor.i
To the Editor of The Tribune:
Sir: Francis [Wayles]Eppes, the last of the grandsons of Thomas Jefferson, died May 30, on his
Orange estate near Orlando, Florida, after a lingering illness, at the age of 81 years. Mr. Eppes was
the son of the late Hon. John Wayles Eppes, a Member of Congress during Jefferson’s administration,
and some time Chairman of the Finance Committee, and Maria Jefferson, the President’s youngest
daughter. His father was related to Mr. Jefferson through Mrs. Jefferson, whose half-sister was John
Wayles Eppes’s mother, the “dear Polly” who figures so conspicuously in Mr. Jefferson’s published
correspondence, and whom her father, in the exuberance of his affection, “covered with fond words
of endearment,” and always treated as his idol. Mr. Eppes was a favorite grandson of Mr. Jefferson,
and spent a portion of his childhood, within his recollection, with the President, in the Executive
Mansion. His youth and early manhood were passed with his family at Monticello, the Jefferson
homestead, where a deep and tender affection grew up between the young man and his distinguished
relative.

Boston Cemetery, Boston, Thomas County, Georgia

The Boston Cemetery is located on Jefferson Street behind the Boston Presbyterian Church
in Boston, Georgia. Although deterioration is always a problem in a cemetery, vandals are by far the
most destructive. In the 1940s, vandals wreaked havoc in the Boston Cemetery. Beautiful white
marble and grey stone slabs and head stones were destroyed. Iron fences were torn down and the
damage was throughout the entire cemetery.

On June 2, 1982, the Boston Cemetery Maintenance Foundation, Inc. received its Charter
from the State of Georgia to provide for the perpetual care, maintenance, upkeep beautification and
preservation of the Boston, Georgia cemetery. The Board of Directors consisted of Oscar T. Cook, S.

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Presbyterian Church with Masonic honors, Rev. ]J. M. Rusbin, W. M. of Horeb Lodge, performing the
ceremony. He leaves a wife and seven children, five of which are by his last wife. “Boston

(2) Tribute of Respect:

Judge J. R. Evans was born in Warren Co., GA, Sept. 15th 1812, In 1832 he married Miss
Sarah W. Battle of Warren County, who died in May 1838, and the following March he married Miss
Mollie A. Lawrence. He represented Thomas County in the Lower House of the Georgia Legislature
for two years since the war. He was a Deacon of the Baptist Church, and was, for a great number of
years, a consistent member of that denomination. Resolved, that, in the death of Judge Evans, the
community has lost a valued citizen, the Church a true Christian, and the Lodge one of its most highly
respected members. Resolved, that a blank page of the Lodge records be devoted to the deceased in
memoriam. Resolved, that we wear the usual badge for mourning for thirty days. Resolved, that a
copy of these resolutions be furnished the family of the deceased, with the assurance of sympathy in
this their hour bereavement. S. G. Culpepper, C. L. Austin, A. Q. Moody. Horeb Lodge, No. 281 F. A.
M., May 18, 1878.

(3) Roy R. Hallman from Boston, Thomas Co., GA once related the story of how Bessie Evans was
killed by a ten year old girl who discharged a rifle from long range. The shooting was ruled as
accidental and no charges were made.

(4) William James Burney was born in Glynn Co., GA on January 11, 1832 and spent his early life
there. When he turned 21, 30 Oct 1856, he married a native of South Carolina, Rachel Foreman. She
died in 1884 leaving William to raise nine children. Around 1885, at the age of 53 years, he married
for a second time to Margaret Anders Anderson (formerly a wife of Richard Anderson). Extracted

(5) According to A History of Savannah and South Georgdialume II by William Harden: In 1861
[William J. Burney] volunteered his services to the Confederate government, and was with the
Fourth Georgia Calvary in the coast defense until 1862. In the latter part of that year he putin a
substitute, and after returning home removed his family, slaves and stock to Thomas County, where
he bought four hundred and seventy acres in lot 331 of the Boston district. In 1864, when Sherman
invaded the state, Burney again enlisted, this time in the Eleventh Georgia Infantry, and was at the
defense of Atlanta and with the regiment in other service until the close of hostilities. Upon being
paroled, he returned to the farm and [was a resident there until his death].

(6) Believe her complete name was Mary Ann Elizabeth Hutto Barco Fennell. She was married to
Alfred T. Barco (1825-1869) and Alexander Moseley Fennell. She also has a sister buried there,
Susan Francis Hutto Forrest.

“Shorter Coll ege” Aut hor Unknown

It may be of interest to know the facts concerning the connection of the town of Boston, Georgia
and Shorter College. The following are the facts as narrated by Edom Pickett, an ex-slave. Edom
belonged to the Leak family. Col. Evans and his wife, both from England came over to Georgia and
bought quite an acreage west of Boston. The land extended to about the present limits of town and
ran a mile or so westward. His purpose was to raise cotton for shipment to England. He accumulated
a number of slaves for this purpose. His overseer was Mr. Shorter and when the slaves were freed,
Mr. Shorter had to look elsewhere for employment.

He heard that a schoolhouse was wanted to be built at Rome and that the authorities were
looking for a builder. He had saved his money with which he bought several teams and equipment.
He hired ex-slaves for laborers. Edom was about sixteen years old and he joined the party. The
caravan of covered wagons started from Boston. This was old Boston which was located about four
miles west of the present town. They carried food for the stock and themselves. They also carried
tools. Some of the laborers carried their families. The trip took a little over thirty days.
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They began working on the building which Edom says, he thinks, consisted of two rooms. It was
built on a mountain side where rock and boulders were handy and plentiful. These rocks were
chiseled into shape by hand and the mortar made on the spot. When the building was finally
completed it had no specific name, so it was called the Shorter school house.

Rome grew into a city and a modern college was built and added to from time to time. But the
name, Shorter, stuck.

Probate Records Located in Madison County Court House

Madison County’s older probate records are stored in the back of the Court House basement.
The papers are stored in numbered paper envelopes (alphabetical) with some of the information
written on the outside of the envelopes. We are attempting to do with the probate records a
process similar to that we are doing with the Last Will and Testaments. In this case we are firstly
indexing them with the information that is on the envelope and then secondly we are going
through the envelopes and extracting any more information that we think could be of use to our
members.

We have begun the process of going through the actual probate records and will be adding the
information we are able to extract from the actual probate records. Some of the ones we have
completed included the will as well as other documents and information. The papers are often
quite old and very fragile so they must be handled with extreme care. We will continue to go
through these documents and provide the information to you (both in the newsletter and on the
web) as available. If you wish photos, etc. of some of these documents, or have some specific
research needs, please let us know and we can make arrangements to do so for a modest fee.
