i1t has been related to me thaot some
of our players need an explanation
as to roising the dues to $20.00
this seagson. You’ll find the
Anticipoted Budget in this issue of
our newsletter. This budget was
approved by the Board of Directors
at our June meeting. Please take a
few minutes to examine the
statement as 1 believe it to be
self-explanatory.

The dues this year figure to be 74
cents per member per evening of
play. I cannot think of another
sport with such low weekly dues.

Last year the league dues wers
$10.00, but you alsoc poid $5.00 for
the Divsional Singles
Championships, $10.00 for the
League Singles Championship, a
minimum of $1.00 to try out for the
Quad City All Star Team and $6.00
for our yearly bongquet. This
Figures to be $32.00 if you chose
to paorticpate in these events. The
divsional aond league championships
will be open to all appropriate
members at no additional fees. The
All-Star Selection Committee is
working on another method of
choosing our GQuad City Challenge
Team which will olso be cost free
to you. I have issued o challenge
to our North Daoyton members to have
a North-South All Star series which
will be ot no charge to you. Also,
$1,500 has been allocated fFor our
banquet. If it is possible we are
going to try to cover the cost of
the banquet this year.

Already we have a phone number For
the ODA and have purchased o fFile
cabinet to better orgaonize our

league. We need to obtain a
computer system in the future as
well as other items to help in
organizing our association.

So as you can see the $20.00 dues
charged this year aore Justified as
far as I am concerned. 1 believe
this year moy be one of the hest in
the DDA’s history and the fees
needed to be brought up to offer o
quality assocciation.

If any member needs further
explanation to increasing the dues
this year please feel free to
contact me or come to our Board
meetings as this is the last time 1
want to address this issue.

There will be various raffles run
by the DDA throughout the year to
help defroy costs of events.

On a closing note, it hos olsoc been
brought to my ottention that o
vicious rumor is being circulated
throughout the DDA, The fees were
not raised to cover laosses from
last year! If you read the budget
please note the $1600 carry-over
from 1984-85. A portion of this is
Summer League money but
approximately $3800 wos carried to
1985-86 with ALL bills paoid up to
date!

Choosing the tournament:

1. Obtain agn ADO calendar and
check the dates of the tournaments
you gre interested in.

2. Check the dotes out ot work to
moke sure you can get the time off;
in case you need to toke off early
on Friday to make LOTD or wish to
take Monday off to recuperaote (o
wise ideoc in maony casesl].

3. Making reservotions eorly is a
must! A month is usually enocugh
time. If you pay by check fFor the
first night or guaratee it with a
credit cord your room will be held
in case you arrive after 6:00 pm.
4, Some tournaments are close
enough to commute tao, but if you
plan to do so remember not to party

emergency. The hotel rotes and
entry fees are listed on the
flyers, which can be found at other
tournaments, dart stores or ot
locol dart bors. Also the number
to call fFor reservations will be on
the flyers.

3. HMeals cost a bundle at hotels
and there is not oclways a McDonalds
nearby. One way to cut expenses
and still be able to eat is to pock
a cooler with food and beverages.
Be careful when taking your ocun
drink into the dart hall as you can
be thrown out of the hall and you
will forfeit the entry Fees you
have already paid if you are
caught.

4. Keep your copy of your entry
form - in case your entry is
omitted and to collect your prize
money .

5. Take a good amount of dart
supplies to insure you have the
type of flights and shafts you
prefer to shoot with. Supplies may
cost you more at a tournament than
at your local supplier.

6. Above aoll toke all your
valuables with you when you leave
your hotel room. This includes ID,

credit cards, cash, Jewelry and
cameras.

Another wise tip. Don’t set your
darts down ot a tournament. If you
must leave your daorts give them to
a friend to hold. Darts are
valuable and easy to rip off if you
are a trusting soul.
