School Policy

WINCHESTER BALLET CONSERVATORY reserves the right to make changes in schedules and to cancel classes due to inclement weather or extenuating circumstances. WINCHESTER BALLET CONSERVATORY will close when the Winchester Public Schools are closed. Classes will not be rescheduled. If a student misses due to illness, injury or if an entire class is canceled, due to inclement weather or extenuating circumstances, a student may take another class at or below his/her level, which is offered by the conservatory during the same semester in which she/he missed. Please let the school know in advance if your child will be taking a make–up class. There will be no refunds or credits for missed classes or complete withdrawal from a class. In the event of sufficient enrollment, a level may be canceled and your fee will be refunded.

Registration

By phone 781 721-4808 or mail. Class sizes are limited. All parents /students must complete a Registration form to be returned to WBC on or before August 31st 2016.

There will be a non- refundable registration fee per student. Class placement is determined by age &ability and will be evaluated during the first week of classes. Changes may occur throughout the year in order for the students to benefit the most.

Dress Code Requirements 

Students are to wear appropriate class attire to all classes Ballet pink, mesh and seamed tights are required. No T-shirts or baggy warmers will be allowed. A chiffon skirt should be worn during pointe class. All dancers should wear their hair pinned neatly on their head. “Balanchine” buns are preferred. Headbands with hairnets are recommended for dancers with short hair. With the exception of post earrings for pierced ears, no jewelry will be allowed.

Pink leather ballet slippers with elastics are to be worn by all students. We suggest Bloch Pointe I and Capezio Teknik Debut. Pointe shoes should be fitted properly at a reputable supplier, such as Patterson’s. Patterson’s is located at 185 Cambridge Street in Burlington and 181 Mass Ave. in Boston.

Short – sleeved white leotard and white anklet socks

Pre-Ballet:
Short – sleeved ballet pink leotard and ballet pink tights 

Ballet I:
Short – sleeved sky blue leotard and pink tights 

Ballet II:
Short – sleeved burgundy leotard and pink tights 

Ballet III:
Short – sleeved royal blue leotard and ballet pink tights

Ballet IV/V/VI:
Short – sleeved black leotard and ballet pink tights

Point Class:
Matching chiffon skirt  

Boys Dance:
White, short – sleeved T-shirt with lack footless tights or sweatpants and white cotton socks
