What is Chord Building?

Regardless of the instrument, chords are
always made of combinations of the same
hotes- e.g. G Major chords ALWAYS use
combinations of the notes G, B, and D.
“Chord building” is knowing the notes you
need for the chord you want to play, and
then seeing where they are laid out all up
and down your instrument. This is exactly
what my Fretboard Toolbox books do in
each of the 14 Major, minor, & blues keys!

What do the Roman numerals mean?

In every Major key, there are seven notes
that make up the Major scale, and seven
chords that come from the seven notes.
The first, fourth & fifth (I, IV, & V) chords
are Major chords, and the second, third,
and sixth (ii, iii, & iv) are minor. The
seventh is weird, so we'll ignore it here. ©
Learn to think of chord progressions in
songs as Roman numerals (a song that

goes G Major, C Major, D Majoris a I-IV-V
song) and then changing keys is a breeze!
