Rules
Junior Fair Queen Contestants must be age 14-17 years of age as of the day of the county pageant.

All contestants must be residents of Fulton County. This is a rule from the Arkansas State Fair--
-contestants must reside in the county where they reside. If the contestant’s parents are divorced
and they have joint custody, the contestant must choose which county pageant to enter. Contestants
can only enter one pageant. Contestants must have been born a female. Contestants cannot be, or at
any time have been married, pregnant, or have given birth to a child. A contestant must have not
ever have been convicted of a crime or have criminal charges pending.

The previous year’s winner of the Fulton County Junior Fair Queen Pageant and any Arkansas State Fair
Junior Fair Queen winner is not eligible to compete in Junior Fair Queen Pageant. However, if they
qualify by age to enter the Fulton County Fair Queen Pageant they may do so. Contestants for the Fulton
County Fair Pageants are only eligible to enter a fair beauty pageant in one county. If they have already
entered a fair beauty pageant during the current calendar year, they are not eligible to enter the Fulton
County pageant.

The previous year’s queen will crown the winner of this year’s contest.

Each Junior Fair Queen contestant (age 14-17) must pay a registration fee. Fees are $20.00 if
paid by July 10, 2019 and $25.00 if paid July 11 — July 15, 2019. No entries will be accepted
after July 15, 2019._All entry forms must be typed or printed and signed by parent or guardian.
Entry fees will not be refunded.

Junior Fair Queen Contestants should wear a nice dress or suit for the Interview (no hats, gloves or
purses for interview). Sportswear can be the contestants choice. The Evening Gown is contestant’s
choice. Jewelry, accessories and shoes should be tasteful and compliment the gown. Visible Tattoos
should be covered with make-up.

Judges will be from out-of-county and will be selected by Zeta Omicron Chapter of Beta Sigma
Phi. Judges decision is final. Judges names will not be released after the contest.

Awards will be provided to the winner and 1st and 2nd runner-up. A Miss Congeniality Award
winner will be selected by the contestants.

The winner of the Fulton County Junior Fair Queen pageant will represent Fulton County in the
Arkansas State Fair Queen Pageant in Little Rock on October 16th. All other contestants are
eligible to enter the North Central Arkansas Junior Fair Queen Pageant at Melbourne on September
28. District pageant entry forms must be signed by the county director.

Winners are encouraged to partipate in the local parades such as Christmas Parades and the Fulton
County Homecoming Festival Parade and help with ribbon cuttings, award programs and other
events in the county.
