 Academic Honesty Policy

  Games, music devices (such as I-Pods) and cell phones may not be 
  used or visible at any time while the student is in the classroom. 
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Academic Grading Policy 

The Academic Grade will be determined using the weighted averages below 
  Tests, Quizzes, Final  =  90%  of the grade 
  Assignments   =  10%  of the grade 
 

Quizzes, Tests and the Final 
Quizzes will be administered on the average of at least one per chapter  
and will evaluate the student’s knowledge of all previous material 
 
Tests will be administered at the end of each chapter and will evaluate 
the student’s knowledge of the material covered in that chapter. 

 
A Final may be administered at the conclusion of the course.  The Final will 
evaluate the student’s knowledge of all mathematics covered during the Summer.  
The Final will be scored as two test grades.  
 

Quiz and Test Rules with Procedures will be posted, discussed and reviewed prior to each Assessment.   
Students that violate any Assessment Rule or Procedure may be assessed point Deductions; thereby  
lowering their Assessment score. 
 

Assignments 
Students will have daily assignments.  The completed assignments 
are due the day after assigned.   
A student that is absent on the day of an assignment is required to  
submit the missing assignment the day following their return. 
Each assignment will be recorded as one point with the total number 
of points for each Chapter converted to a percentage for that Chapter. 
Credit for assignments is based on effort, accuracy and completeness.  
Assignments are required to follow the Assignment Guidelines posted 
in the classroom and must be completed on graph paper.   
Assignments failing to meet the required criteria will not receive credit; 
with no chance to resubmit.  
Late assignments are not accepted 
(unless excused by an absence or other circumstance). 

 
Final Grade 
  A = 90% - 100% (of the total possible points) 
  B = 80% - 89%  (of the total possible points) 
  C = 70% - 79% (of the total possible points) 
  D = 60% - 69% (of the total possible points) 
  F = below 60% (of the total possible points) 
 
Make-up Tests 

Students that are absent on the day of a Test will be required to take the Test  
on the day of their return.   

 
Student Progress 

Grades can be accessed via the internet through the PowerSchool Parent Portal. 
Student progress will be communicated to the Parents and Students approximately 3 weeks 
into the Summer session. 
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Citizenship Grade 
 Citizenship Grades will be a reflection of effort, attitude and overall conduct in the classroom. 

Tardies, unexcused absences and missed assignments will lower the Citizenship Grade.  
  
Honesty Policy violations will result in an automatic U in Citizenship. 
Also students that are consistently unprepared, disruptive or fail to follow directions will  
receive a poor Citizenship Grade.
