Professional Development - Acrylic Workshop:  MARCH 18th 2017 

Workshop Title:  Add a Touch of Grace to Your Acrylic Painting 

Duration: 1-day (6hrs) 

Course Objective/ Participants Learning Outcomes: This course is for those who desire to increase 
the visual impact of their acrylic painting using Remoglue. The underpainting required of this technique will 
empower the creation of abstract or semi-representational art. Subsequent layering will enable each 
participant to explore the process of increasing the visual impact of a painting.  

Course Content/Description/Outline: Instructor will introduce basic watermedia for painting; including 
the new painting media,  "Remoglue". Instructor will engage students in a short freehand warm-up 
scribbling exercise. Instructor will explain in detail the process of using Remoglue. Participants will create 
with personal style, painting skills and visual expression, which will be encouraged throughout the 
workshop. Instructor will provide direction/guidance. There would be group discussions. Survey/feedback 
form to be completed by participants. 

Workshop Materials: Palette, sketchbook, pencil/or pens, one or two small water containers, 2 primed 
16" x 20" canvases, several colors of watermedia paints (preferably acrylic), at least 4 sizes of painting 
brush (include size 10 flat brush for background), a hair dryer and clean rag to dry brushes. 

Instructor will supply: 4fl oz 118ml of Remoglue, metal fine tip, stainless steel sponge at additional cost of 
$15 for each participants.

ARTIST BIO:   

Yisa Akinbolaji, MFA, is a multimedia artist and educator whose 
painting technique inspired the "Remoglue", a water-based 
medium for Acrylic or Oil painting. Whether it is through his 
empowering workshops or art talks, Yisa's passion for artistic 
freedom and engagement is evident. Yisa's career has taken him 
to big cities across the globe; including Toronto, Chicago, 
Ottawa, New York and Lagos. Before immigrating to Canada in 
1997, Yisa was included in Nigerian Artists: A Who's Who and 
Bibliography (1993), a publication of the Smithsonian Institution 
Libraries, Washington. D.C. He was featured on the cover of Art 
Business News, New York, in 2011 for his innovative painting 
style.

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As an experimental artist, I am intrigued by using 
unconventional methods and tools. For the past twenty 
years I have been studying and working, taking numerous 

workshops and classes. I have explored media such as graphite, acrylic, watercolour, alcohol ink, oil and 
wax, plus collage and basic printmaking.  
 
In this workshop we will be experimenting by layering chalk pastel, watercolour pencil, oil pastel, acrylic 
and oil sticks or Carŀƴ 5Ω!ŎƘŜ plus the addition of texture using various collage materials. My goal is to 
show the possibilities an artist has to create original pieces unique to themselves. A basic knowledge of 
painting is required in this beginner to intermediate class.

-water containers, rags, brushes in a variety of sizes (at least one brush one inch wide, can be 
hardware variety), mark making and scraping tools, paper towels, palette or paper plates, 
palette knife, scissors, gloves, water in spray bottle, hair dryer, plastic cup or small empty yogurt 
container, plastic bag for garbage, etc  
-Gesso, white

Criteria for submission: 
Submit work in a digital format (on CD, or by e-mail).  
 

You may either scan a painting directly if it is small 
enough to fit on your scanner or you may take a digital 
photo. Scans of regular photos may also be accepted if 
the quality is good enough. When taking photos of 
your work, make sure the work fills the frame of your 
camera. Usually the frame of the picture should be 
cropped for a clean look on our site, so if you need to 
angle it slightly to avoid glare of lights, that's OK. 
Please make sure there is no light or flash glare on 
framed work photos. 
 

Size of images: Images should be resized to a 
maximum of 500 pixels for the longest edge. (i.e. 500 x 
400 for a landscape format, or 400 x 500 for a portrait 
format. Also, DO NOT send pictures of high resolution. 
72 dpi is adequate for Internet viewing, and helps 
prevent viewers enlarging and making prints of your 
work for free! Please adjust your scanners! Note, you 
will be limited to 20 photos per member.
