In-Person Worship Details

« If you are planning to attend in-person services:

We will now be implementing a "soft start" for vaccination proof at
Sunday services beginning Nov. 21. Please bring proof of vaccination
with you to service.

> Beginning Nov. 28, proof of vaccination must be provided by in-
person service attendees.
We are required to wear masks and practice social distancing at the
LSC.

> We hope these implementations will make our services more
accessible to those who are ineligible to receive a vaccine (immuno-
compromised, children under 12, etc.). Those who are ineligible may
attend without being vaccinated.
Please do not attend in-person services if you are experiencing any
COVID-like symptoms, or have possibly been in contact with
someone who has COVID.

» Please notify our office if you have tested positive for COVID-19 and
have attended our in-person services within the last two weeks of
your positive result.

» If you are not yet vaccinated, we invite you to join us online via Zoom or
Facebook Live.

» Please let us know if you would be able to assist as a volunteer on
Sundays as we will need help with ensuring that pandemic protocols
are followed.

COVID Protocols: Please note that the changes have been approved by our
Leadership Team following recommendations made by Chief Medical Health
Officer Dr. Saqgib Shahab that places of worship should require proof of
vaccinations. This decision was also made based on our commitment to create a
safer space for our community. The survey indicated that 65% of respondents
would be more comfortable attending in person worship with a proof of
vaccination policy (26% are already comfortable). We thank you for helping us
keep our community safe as we continue to monitor the pandemic. This practice
and policy is consistent with the recommendations of the Living Skies Regional
Council and the United Church of Canada, and done in a manner that is
meaningful for our community and is safe for every member of our
congregation.

Concerned about Homelessness? At our Community Dinner with RAPM (Regina
Anti-Poverty Ministry) Peter and Bonnie encouraged us to be advocates for the
poor to address the inadequacy of the new Saskatchewan Income Support
program: writing letters to the government, letters to the Editor of the Leader-
Post, and talk to our friends and family. To this end you will find two documents
to help:

1. Talking Points from RAPM which give some background to the changes and
needs, and specific points to raise. Go to the end of the document for specific
points.

2. Bonnie Yake, after the Community Dinner has drafted a letter that she is
willing for others to use as a starting point. Russell has added some specifics
from the talking points. It is best if we make the letter our own, and it is not just
a carbon copy, however if you don't have time to make it your own, sending it as
is will be fine!

OF CREATION Faithful Climate Conversations

As we live into the crisis of climate change and experience more and more the impacts of this
crisis this resource encourages dialogue on climate change. For the Love of Creation
developed Faithful Climate Conversations, a series of guides to facilitate small group
conversations on climate change. There are three sessions and folk may participate in all or
the ones that suit them and where they are at. If you are interested in participating in any of
these conversations, let Russell or the office know, along with which one(s) and we will
schedule them. The three sessions are:

1)  Creation, Climate and You - Designed for people who have rarely, if ever, talked about
climate change in a group setting before, this guide focuses on gently surfacing peoples’
emotions and underlying thoughts about climate change.
2) From Concern to Action - For people who may have a basic understanding of climate change
or are concerned about the effects of climate change, but remain uncertain about the best ways
to act in light of this reality.
3) Build a Better Future - Meant for people who have already been inveolved in climate action at
some level, this guide focuses on enacting political and systemic change to address the climate
emergency.

This resource has been developed by a coalition of organizations including Kairos.
