*No heading for players in U12 and below. U14 can head the ball however if a player is “playing up” in U14 they cannot head the ball
and must wear a yellow armband to signal the ref that they are a younger player. When a player deliberately heads the ball in a game,
an indirect free kick should be awarded to the opposing team from the spot of the offense. However, if a player deliberately heads a

ball within their goal area, the indirect free kick by the attacking team should be taken on the goal area line parallel to the goal line at

the point nearest to where the infringement occurred.

**UJ6 & U8 do not have goalies, and “guarding” of the goal by players is not allowed. Defenders must stay out of the box until the

ball comes within two feet of the box.
