Preparing for Living The Eucharist Program  

Bishop, Gregory Hart-
mayer has directed all 
parishes of our Savan-
nah Diocese to partici-
pate in a 3 year program 
called “Living the Eu-

charist” (LTE).  LTE is a spiritual renewal program 
providing us with opportunities to grow in our faith 
through learning more about the Eucharist, partici-
pating more actively in Sunday Mass, and living the 
Eucharist each day as disciples of Jesus. It involves 
small group of parishioners sharing together and will 
begin in a few months.  

Though LTE begins not until Lent, it involves now 
formidable planning, including following  the pro-
gram’s preset Time Line, recruiting of group leaders,  
their training, purchase of materials for all participat-
ing parishioners, both adults and teens and in Eng-
lish or Spanish,  sign-ups for parishioners and their 
self-assignment to groups, venues on and off the 
campus of the parish, etc. The generous and compe-
tent Coordinator of LTE for our parish’s English 
speaking segment is Lynn Ingles, who is also the 
Chair of our Pastoral Council.  

Lynn holds the first meeting this Tuesday evening at 
5:30 in Sherlock Hall and encourages all parishion-
ers, teens included, to come to help plan for LTE.

Tableau Of Deceased in November         

During the month 
of November, “All 

Souls Month”,  the 
Church commemo-
rates her faithful 
departed.  As we 

did in previous 
years, St. Mary’s  
ritualizes this with a 

Tableau to the De-
ceased  (“Altar de 

los Muertos). This is a devotion having its ori-

gins in Mexico and involves a covered table on 
which photos of one’s beloved deceased are 
placed, along with traditional items of an  in-

digenous nature. Also, the Tableau area has a   
fabric like a scroll where parishioners, coming 
up to it before Mass, make an act of remem-

brance by inscribing the names of their de-
ceased loved ones. All are invited to participate.                                        

The theological idea behind this November de-
votion is to remind ourselves that in Christ’s 

Mystical Body our “faithful departed” join us 
as we celebrate the Eucharist.  The Tableau  
serves a unifying function in our multilingual 

parish, calling attention to our Catholic belief 
that our deceased loved ones enjoy the perfect 
union in Christ that was not as accessible or 

visible while they lived on earth. Parishioners 
may now bring to Mass  photographs or holy 
cards of their loved ones and place them on the 

Tableau. So they can be returned to you at the 
end of November, be sure to write your name 
and phone number on the back.
