The Board had a challenging October meeting to discuss and formulate a budget for 
2023.  As so many things in today's world, HOA vendor expenses have risen.  
Insurance, pool and landscape management and communication expenses went up, 
but Directors looked for adjustments in other categories.  The end result was a small 
increase in the HOA fees from 
$815 to $840 per household, a 
3% rise from last year. 
 
Included in the expenses for 2023 
is a new Reserve Study, a project 
that is undertaken every five 
years.   It will give the HOA a 
better picture of the condition and 
expected maintenance for the 
assets of the Association.  Think 
of it as setting a shelf life for each 
amenity and recommending how 
much money should be set aside 
to maintain those assets. 
 
The Board adopted next year's 
budget and Crest will send out statements with the new annual fee.  Homeowners will 
have until January 31 to pay; after that date, accounts will be considered delinquent 
and will incur late charges. 
 
Brightwater's assets -- the Clubhouse, pool, tennis courts, parks and common grounds 
-- continue to be maintained in a manner to provide service to our residents for years to 
come.  Anyone who would like to review the approved budget may contact Sunni at 
Crest Management and request a copy.

2023 Budget Is Approved
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After a hot summer, the cooler months have finally arrived.  It’s time to think about making improvements to our landscaping.  
Beds were mulched in October, and Fall color plants were installed in early November.  We removed green and yellow gingers 
from the greenbelt bed at Harbour Circle, and new plants will replace them.  We have filled in the Drift Roses on both sides of 
the Lexington entrance, and several bench beds will be refreshed.  We are removing the shrubs in the pool area to redesign the 
area for next pool season.  Some new plantings will be done now, and the rest will be done in the Spring. 
 
The fence and gates in Northshore Park have been repainted, and the park has been cleaned up.  The Westshore Park fence 
will be painted and repaired shortly.  All three playgrounds have been inspected and will have mulch added before the end of the 
year.  Additional lighting enhances many of our outdoor areas.  
 
Brightwater’s holiday decorations are up to welcome the season.

Landscape Report

The Board has chosen new vendors for various HOA assets.  Contracts have been signed and beginning in January, 2023: 
 
American Pool will be the pool management company, responsible for keeping the community pool clean and well maintained, as well as hiring 
lifeguards for the summer pool season. 
 
Superior Lawncare will be the new landscape vendor for maintenance of all HOA common grounds, including mowing, irrigation, and seasonal 
color plantings.  They will also assist with landscape bed improvements and design where needed. 
 
Signature Cleaning will be responsible for cleaning the interior spaces of the Clubhouse and will clean the pool bathrooms during the summer 
season. 
 
Sun Air Conditioning will service the HOA's Clubhouse a/c units on a twice-a-year basis, replacing filters and checking that both units are 
operating efficiently. 
 
These companies have very good reputations and Brightwater should see excellent service from each.
