During our show, be alert to anyone who
might need a wheelchair. Wheelchairs are avail-
able through the convention center.

Kay Dwyer awarded a beautiful cloth basket
to Gere Helton because she sold the most ads

for our quilt show program. We raised about
$1400 from selling ads.

1 Our set-up date is Thursday, October 11 at
the convention center. There is a lot going on
and, unless you have an assigned role, do
not show up until 11 am plus be prepared to
depart promptly at 3:30 pm. If you are able
to park at the back/farther away from the en-
trance, please do so to save the closer park-
ing spaces for people with mobility limits.
During the show all members must enter the
front door and sign in so that we have an ac-
curate count of our attendance; vendors
want to know attendance counts and this in-
formation is helpful in negotiating contracts
for future show. Members also have to sign
out when leaving the convention center but
do not have to sign out for lunch breaks.
When you enter the front door, you will re-
ceive your lanyard, courtesy of Janice, Barb
Davis and Kay who made one for each mem-
ber.

1 Admission price is $6 per person but guild
members do not pay admission and neither
do the recipients of Quilts of Valor. Admis-
sion is cash pay; there is an ATM on premis-
es.

1 Karen Berlin reported that raffle tickets on
the show quilt have sold well. Anyone with
unsold tickets should turn them into Karen
now.

1 Eve Agee went over supplies for the demo
space and the vendors whose demonstra-
tions will be held at their booths. Kay as-
sured her we could get microphones and ea-
sels from the convention center.

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1 Candi Gordon and Debbie Rubin, co-chairs
of The Lily Boutique, are delighted by the
large number of items the membership has
contributed for sale during the show; Can-
di's dining room has only a narrow path for
walking around the covered-up table.
There are 5 full-time people lined up to
work the boutique by keeping it re-stocked
and straightening the items; Candi and
Debbie will handle the sales. It would be
helpful if members could work for an hour
or two so that full-time people have an op-
portunity to get lunch and to see the show.

1 Diana Weber is still accepting magazines
for sale through next week; if you miss that
deadline, you'll have to hold onto them un-
til the 2021 show.

1 Gere Helton reported that the fat quarters
and baskets donated by members have
been turned into 19 different baskets full of
fat quarters; this is a large increase over the
number we had for the 2015 show. Raffle
tickets for far quarter baskets, for the
Janome sewing machine and for a beautiful
lamp crafted by Jan Hutchinson's brother
will be sold during the quilt show.

1 Peggy Poe needs one more tall person to
help with bed turnings plus she needs a mi-
crophone when she discusses them.

1 Libby Sigmon has additional fabric from
the show quilt. Left-over fabric will be giv-
en to anyone who will take the fabric and
make something for The Lily Boutique.

Libby read through the rules/reminders for
submitting quilts, information which was
posted on our website and distributed to
membership arlier. Be sure you cover up your
quilt label. If you are submitting three or more
quilts in one category, prioritize them accord-
ing to the ones you most want to show; we
expect 300 quilts for the show so, if it is not
possible to show all the quilts, the committee
wants to know your preference.

Training for Quilt Judging Day will be Sep-
tember 20 at 1:30 pm in our usual meeting
room.

Quilt collection days are Friday, September
28th from 9 am-3 pm and Saturday, Septem-
ber 29th from 9 am-1 pm. People who need to
bring them on Thursday, September 27th dur-
ing Sit and Sew should let Libby or Joyce
know when they are coming.

Martha Pendasulo has worked with The
Country Register for publicity and their Sep-
tember-October 2018 issue features our quilt
show on page 3. Our show is also listed in
Current Events for the October 2018 issue of

Our State magazine.

Remember to bring
your receipts for every quilt you had in the
show because you must have this paperwork
to get your quilts back; if someone is picking
up your quilt for you, that person must pre-
sent the receipts The show closes at 5 pm
and we want to exit by 7 pm. This deadline
applies also to the vendors.

1 Reba Walden noted we had a good group of
vendors. Eve Agee urged members to ex-
press appreciation to the vendors for coming
and to thank them for demonstrations. We
should also consider shopping with the ven-
dors during the Quilt of Valor presentation
since that might be a quiet time for them.

Members attend free, but guests and family do not.
The Admissions workers will make any decisions
needed on other free admissions, such as children.
Guild members should enter the show through the
front doors, sign in at the Community Table and
pick up their name badge/lanyard, but n odnter
through Admissions. Hospitality workers will also
pick up an apron. There are now 17 vendors, in-
cluding Two Sisters Quilting from Monticello, GA.
Kay thanked everyone for their help selling Adver-
tisements in the show program. There was no com-
mittee, but ad sales raised $1,450 toward the print-
ing costs. Gere Helton sold the most ads and won a
basket. When the show ends at 5 pm on Saturday,
the Vendors will have only 2 hours to pack up and
scoot; if they request help, please assist them, but
some have a system and prefer working alone. A
penalty fee will be charged the guild for the time
past 7:00 pm. Kay noted Gigi Miller made the show
schedule boards, with time slots, and spaces for
member names and work assignments. Committee
Chairs will put their volunteersznames on the
boards.

Bring quilts folded, and tuck the entry
form inside each, including the Youth category
quilts. No quilts will be accepted after the Collec-
tion Days. Remember to label each quilt, but then
cover it with muslin (preferred) or painterz tape.
Anyone with a category question should call Lib-
by, Joyce or Lynda in advance. Remember to prior-
itize multiple quilts being entered in a single cate-
gory, and inspect them. Questions? Review the
quilt show rules. Quilt labels should include: who
made it, the quilt name, and who quilted it —tany-
thing else included is up to the member.
