ITEMS NOT OPERATING 

1) Upstairs closet door stopper is broken and needs replaced.  
2) Broken hinge type door stopper on master bathroom door. 
3) Recommend adjusting Plunger/stopper system to operate correctly ɀ too loose forcing stopper up and water to drain. 

MAJOR CONCERNS 

1) The power supply wires to the detached garage located on the south side of property are definitely not terminated correctly. All 
wiring and branch wiring in garage must be repaired by a licensed electrical company. Recommend licensed electric company to 
evaluate and repair all electrical systems on entire property. Major Concern! Safety Hazard!! 
2) Recommend replacing leaking faucets in Upstairs bathroom. Both faucets are leaking by the handles and one is pooling in the 
cabinet basin. Recommend a Licensed Plumber replace and ensure no plumbing leaks. Recommend replacing the tub faucet as it comes 
off in your hand when operating ɀ inside part is also broken. 
3) A.O. Smith water heater manufactured 1991 is original equipment and is 23 years old. Normal use for water heater is 12 to 15 years. 
Recommend replacing water heater. Water in Master bathroom sinks are partly cloudy ɀ recommend replacement of water heater. 
4) This electric pump appears to be for the sprinkler system. Pump is hooked to the domestic water supply with no backflow preventer 
in place. Highly recommend removing electric pump and piping sprinkler directly to backflow preventer and sprinkler valves. 
Recommend interior home piping to be copper. Recommend licensed landscaping company evaluate and repair sprinkler system. 
Major Concern 
5) Bathroom tub is very slow to drain. Highly recommend TV scope camera on sewer main from home to city sewer infrastructure. 
Major Concern 
6) 200 Main service disconnect breaker. 40 amp main disconnect breaker for garage located on south side is not connected correctly. 
This 40 amp breaker is not adequate for the supply lines providing power to the garage. Ground wire is not included with the subpanel 
connection. Highly recommend a licensed electrical company to evaluate and repair. Safety Hazard !!!!Major Concern!!!!! 
7) Upper Family room window has lost the insulated gas between the panes of glass ɀ recommend a Window Contractor repair 
window.  

POTENTIAL SAFETY HAZARDS 

1) Metal insulated garage door is missing photo reverse eyes.  
2) Garage service door has automatic door closure hinges installed but are not closing door completely ɀ recommend adjusting hinges. 
Safety Concern ɀ door is to close behind you in case of a fire in the garage.  
3) Recommend replacement of the GFCI outlet located by the sink faucet. GFCI outlet would not trip. Ensure all outlets within 6 feet of 
the water source are connected with this GFCI outlet once replaced. 
4) Outlet is connected to the GFCI outlet in the Master bathroom, however, outlet registers as an open ground and our power tester 
registered hot on both spades ɀ recommend a Licensed Electrician to evaluate and repair wiring. 
5) Smoke detectors appear to be original detectors and recommend upgrading to new models. No Smoke detectors are installed in the 
bedrooms. Recommend installing a new Smoke Detector in every bedroom, hall, level of home and near the kitchen. Recommend a 
Carbon monoxide detector on every level of the home, near the furnace area and within 15 feet of each bedroom. 
6) Egress window in bedroom is missing egress ladder.  
7) Outlets missing cover plates in unfinished part of basement.  
8) Hanger straps for steps require nailing. 

DEFERRED COST ITEMS 

1) Concrete: Sidewalk at front entry has settled and minor crack. City sidewalk is showing signs of cracking. 
Also some concrete is spalling and evident at garage door. 
2) Recommend removing rubber gas line to grill barbecue. Black iron gas pipe is satisfactory to gas shut off located on south side of 
patio deck. Recommend moving gas grill to that side of the deck and plum with approved gas flex pipe. 
3) Recommend replacing toilet guts in Master bathroom to operate smoothly.  
4) Caulk around shower head cover to avoid water penetration behind wall in master bathroom. 
5) Living room window could use some touch up paint on exterior frame. 
6) Basement windows are missing screens. Window in unfinished basement is silicone shut. 
7) York furnace manufactured 1991 is original equipment. Rust is showing in the upper heat exchanger. Furnace is clean and fired 
satisfactory.
