FOR
GRACE

"And of His fulness we have received, and grace for
grace.” John 1:16

The infamous could accept it!

The nicest of people needed it!

The hardened criminal found it available!

The tender youth is heir to it!

What is this "grace for grace"? What miracle of love is
this? What stretching of tolerance and forgiving empathy
do we sce here?

"Twas grace that taught my heart to fear,
And grace my fears relieved.

How precious did that grace appear

The hour I first believed!”

It is "the God of all grace, who hath called us unto his
eternal glory by Christ Jesus,..." (I Pet. 5:10). This grace
(Gk. charis) is mercy underserved, giving unlimited, love
unstricted. It is favor inexhaustible, liberality
immeasurable.

It is His grace that makes us "new creatures” in Christ
Jesus. (II Cor. 5:17). It is His grace that
"...sanctifieth...purg(ing) your conscience from dead works
to serve the living God" (Heb. 9:13-14). It is His grace that
allows us to "be filled with all the fulness of God" (Eph.
3:19). .
"See, the streams of living waters,

Springing from eternal love
Well supply thy sons and daughters,
And all fear of want remove:
Who can faint, while such a river
Ever flows their thirst to assuage?:
Grace which, like the Lord, the Giver,
Never fails from age to age.”

(John Newton)

Charis is giving. It is giving as only God can give:
"Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and
cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no
variableness, neither shadow of turning” (James 1:17).
God's -giving is "good.” It is "perfect”. It is without
"shadow of turning" - consistent, dependable, reliable. It is
this charis that results in the charismata (gifts of the Spirit-
-I Cor. 12).

Oh, we go on trying to eamn these precious benefits by
our own works. We set up man-made rules and regulations.
We form circles of the "law" to step into in order to make
us worthy of God's grace. But we are not recipients of grace
because we deserve it. That would be a contradiction of the
word itself.

"What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin, that
grace may abound? God forbid..." (Rom. 6:1-2)! "Do we
then make void the law through faith? God forbid: yea, we
establish the law" (Rom. 3:31)! God's grace inculcates
responsibility in us toward Him: "For the grace of God that
bringeth salvation hath appeared to all men, feaching us
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that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live
soberly, righteously, and godly, in this present world" (Tit.
2:11-12). (Emphasis mine.) His grace instructs us to listen
to God when He speaks to us by His Spirit. (Heb. 12:25).
"Wherefore we receiving a kingdom which cannot be
moved, let us have grace, whereby we may serve God
acceptable with reverence and godly fear:" (v. 28). We
cannot come to God's grace with pride and sinful
intentions; but with reverence and awe and respect.

Attitude is the key: "...God resisteth the proud, but
giveth grace unto the humble” (James 1:6). "Repent and be
converted..." "Present yourselves..." "Casting all your
care..." "Walk in the Spirit..." "Looking unto Jesus...”
"Trust in the Lord..." These are key action words that show
us our part in relation to God's grace. (Acts 3:19; Rom.
12:1; I Pet. 5:7; Gal. 5:16; Heb. 12:2; Pro. 3:5.)

Our part is to position ourselves before God to receive
His "grace for grace". The faucet is turned on; put the
bucket under it! The light is shining; get out of the shade
and bask in it! "For the Lord God is a sun and shield: the
Lord will give grace and glory: no good thing will be
withheld from them that walk uprightly” (Ps. 84:11). "..If
any man thirst, let him come unto me, and drink” (John
7:37)!

God's grace is sufficient (II Cor. 12:9), but we can
"frustrate” it (Gal. 2:21). We can nullify it by our failure to
respond to it. God's grace is "exceeding abundant” (I Tim.
1:4), but we can be guilty of "trning the grace of our God
into lasciviousness” (Jude 4) "pervert the grace of oour God
into immorality” (Weymouth's translation); "abuse His
grace as an opportunity for immorality” (Phillips).

How it must grieve Him that we take His grace which
He "shed on us abundantly” (Tit. 3:4-6) and use that
"liberty for an occasion to the flesh” (Gal. 5:13)!

God has shown "the exceeding riches of His grace in His
kindness toward us through Christ Jesus. For by grace are
ye saved through faith; and that not of yoursclves: it is the
gift of God: now of works, lest any man should boast.”
(Eph. 2:7-8). That is the infallible word of God. But,
Paul's words in the very next verse are not to be ignored:
"For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto
good works, which God hath before ordained that we should
walk in them." Having received His grace we are now
responsible for the disposition of it: "grace for grace.” That
is, the grace we have received should result in graceful
living! There should be grace overflowing our lives giving
witness to His grace toward us. J.B. Phillips paraphrascs
it: "there is a grace in our lives because of His grace."

A grace in our lives!

Grace turns the stones to diamonds when we are
persecuted for righteousness' sake!

Grace turns character flaws into pearls of great price!

Grace turns battles into victories....storms into
calm...turmoil into peace!

Grace turns the water of the Old Covenant into the new
wind of the Kingdom!

As the days come and go and knowing the Lord's return
and the great need among humanity I'm stirred as to the
duty of the Church, Christ's Body. I first want to thank
everyone who has so graciously prayed for me on my
100th birthday for many more to be mine. And with the
great need of God's work to become reality to others, I
must pour out my troubles to you and if any of my burden
is yours, feel free to let me be a help. My life has been
blessed by a happy father and mother and in 1908 at age 20
I began a very delightful time in life by repenting with a
Godly sorrow for all the sins I had commited and by God's
mercy and grace was saved and started on my heavenly
journey for imortality, Eternal Life. I, what a wonderful
life it has been. There have been some pitfalls because of
the Devil but never defeated by this. I began with a peace
that I had never known and have traveled on. Thank God.
The custom was in 1908 after repenting was to join a
church. My parents were Methodists and that church I
joined. But after that I found myself saying, "Lord, have I
joined the right one?" There are so many in the world and
now if this news is needed by some place, use it to help
them.

I married Edwin E. Greever in 1911 and came to the
{;}mhandle of Texas where we made our home. In 1919 the

orton Sisters, May, Bess and Eva came to Old Ochiltree
for revival. They were Spirit filled preachers and the first
Ed and I heard her preach I declared this is what I've been
burdened about. She preached about the Church and gave
Bible. Jesus said, "Upon this Rock will I build my church
and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it. So there is
only one church, this is His body and I certainly wanted to
be part of it. These sisters promised Mr. Greever and I they
would come for revival and stayed three full months in our
home as our family. A month meeting at Wawaka, the
next one in our home district school house and the third
one in Spearman. In the Wawaka meeting, I heard of many
things I needed and surrendered my life unto Jesus and the
gospel. Here again I was blessed, O I say I was. I was
sanctified spirit, soul and body, yes, I was born of the
Spirit, made holy, purified, all things became new, yes,
and from that day on the Lord was and is my only body
physician.

Our town of Spearman has 10 or 12 man-made churches
and isn't it strange that when asking folks if they are saved,
that they say I am Methodist, Baptist or whatever their
name may be. I declare unto you I have walked in Jesus'

teaching, no man made church, only joined to Christ. Now
let me tell you here I have attended all regular church ser-
vices here and God knows we have had teachers and pastors
who have joined with them and I call that falling away
from Christ's church.

You are weak but I am strong

and to me you now belong.

We'll walk together you and 1.

Every passing day, yea forevermore.

There is no doubt to the meaning of these words to me.
Words fail me when trying to tell you. Another morning
when waking, I heard these words from Heaven's excellent
glory, 'Any day or at any time trouble may come to you,
please just call on the Holy Spirit to come to your need'
and Oh what does that mean? All I need to know. It began
by saying at all times while you are in the mortal body and
trouble may come, then call on the Holy Spirit. What a
comfort from heaven. And His is the power to witness and
was asked of folks since early Christ-like days.

ARTICLE VII
Doctrine

It is recognized that the true church of Jesus Christ
consists of all believers in the saving grace of our Lord
and Saviour Jesus Christ who have accepted him as their
personal Saviour. It is recognized and agreed that no
organization or man has been granted authority by the
Lord to exclude from or accept anyone into the Kingdom
of Heaven, as this is done by Jesus Christ only. It is
further recognized and agreed that we as Christians are
to love all members of the Body of Christ (Christians),
and this love and fellowship derives from the unity
instilled by the Holy Spirit. Although differences in
doctrinal beliefs and interpretations should not influence
our love for one another, adherence to similar doctrinal
beliefs and modes of worship have bonded together
those of the Apostolic Faith Movement as founded by
Charles F. Parham in the early 1900's. The scripture
teaches us to adhere to the truth and proper doctrine.
These common doctrinal beliefs are essentially as
follows:
Triune God; Father, Son and Holy Spirit
Creation and Formation
Man is basically sinful and in need of Salvation
Salvation by Grace upon repentance toward God and
acceptance of Jesus Christ as one’s personal Saviour,
which is the conception of Spiritual Life.
Sanctification of the Spirit, Soul and Body. A second
definite work of Grace by the Lord Jesus Christ.
Baptism of the Holy Spirit; evidenced by speaking in
other languages.
Water Baptism (of all believers) by immersion in water in
the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Spirit.
Sacrament of the Lord's Supper.
Washing of Feet.
Divine Healing through Jesus Christ for all believers.
Do not condone divorce and remarriage. Matthew 19:8-9
Destruction of the Wicked.
Conditional Inmortality.
Rapture of the Man Child Class.
Return of Jesus Christ to earth again; bodily and visibly.
A Ministry supported by tithes and offerings.

These basic doctrines shall be adhered to in the
teaching of the Apostolic Faith Bible College, which in
addition to other doctrinal teachings approved by the
Board from time to time if they are not inconsistent with
the above listed basic doctrines.
