ANIMAL/LIVESTOCK RULES

(1) All required animal Health records must be presented to the appropriate Animal/Livestock Su-
perintendent prior to the unloading of animals. Unloading must be done only with the approval of
the appropriate Animal/Livestock Superintendent. No animals will be unloaded until the Superinten-
dent clears you for unloading .

(2) All animals exhibited should be identified by registration name and number or by eartag number.
Rabbits are to be tattooed. Any other arrangements must be made with the Fair board in conjunc-
tion with the designated veterinarian prior to the start of the fair.

(3) All animal/livestock exhibitors must clean their pens, stalls, or cages and check-out with the ap-
propriate Animal/Livestock Superintendent before leaving the fairgrounds or forfeit their premium
money.

(4) Stall rent for OPEN CLASS and JUNIOR DIVISION animals will not be charged. All feed and bedding
must be furnished by the exhibitor. Open class pen availability will be determined by the Superinten-
dent

(5) Livestock that has been properly fitted and given proper care will be eligible to receive premium
money. All animals that are in poor condition or that show lack of care, as identified by Animal/
Livestock Superintendent, will be disqualified and no prize money awarded.

(6) Vehicles and trailers will not be allowed to park in the barn area at any time during the fair except
for unloading and loading.

(7) Livestock trailers must be parked in the designated area.

(8) To be considerate - please notify the fair office 608-296-5200 if you are bringing a milking cow to
the fair so that we can plan the milking parlor.

(9) Itis the exhibitor’s responsibility to follow Wisconsin Department of Agriculture, Trade and
Consumer Protection (DATCP) Animal Health Rules and Regulations for animals exhibited at the
Marquette County Fair.

If there is an animal well-
ness concern, the Marquette County Fair veterinarian should be consulted.

No medicines can be given to an animal at the show without a veterinarian’s or the species
superintendent’s approval.
