It was written about
Moses, the Prince of Egypt who be-
came the Deliverer of Israel.  After
giving  final instruction to his people in
the book of Deuteronomy, Moses
slipped away to an unknown location
in Moab and there God held a private
burial service for His beloved friend. It
must have been Joshua who recorded
the epitaph in Deuteronomy 32:10, 11
…   It says “ But since then there has not
arisen in Israel a prophet like Moses, whom
the LORD knew face to face, in all the signs
and wonders which the LORD sent him to do
in the land of Egypt, before Pharaoh, before
all his servants, and in all his land, and by all
that mighty power and all the great terror
which Moses performed in the sight of all
Israel.”
