274/20 Other Planning Business 
Cllr. Danks confirmed that the ‘Dolfor House’ enquiry 24th to 26th November has been postponed 
since the inspector was not available.  A new date is yet to be advised.  
 
Cllr. Patchell was concerned at the amount of building work at Dordale Green Cottage, Dordale Road 
Bournheath which may be outside of permitted development notably since planning application 
20/00318/FUL had been refused by the District Council and an appeal dismissed.
