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Regular Meeting

June 13, 2016

Supervisor Randy Viessman called the regular meeting of the Town Trustees to order.  Since the Pledge and roll call was taken at the Budget Hearing we continued into the regular meeting.  A motion was made by Trustee Abel, second by Trustee Edwards to dispense with the reading of the minutes of the previous regular meeting, since each Trustee had a copy and approved them as printed.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.

Clerk Hawkins said she would place all three letters from the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency on file.
BILLS:

A motion was made by Trustee Edwards, second by Trustee Nemsky to pay the bills.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  Trustee Luehmann then made a motion second by Trustee Abel to approve the payroll.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.

TREASURER’S REPORT: 

Trustee Edwards read the Treasurers Report dated June 13, 2016.  A motion was made by Trustee Edwards, second by Trustee Nemsky to approve the report as read.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

PUBLIC INPUT:

Jim Cuvar a resident of Breckenridge Lane was asking questions about the mosquito spraying.  He wanted to know if we got reimbursed from Granite City for mosquito spraying.  Supervisor Viessman said he did not know but he would check on that.  Supervisor Viessman said that we spray in Pontoon Beach and because we do get some tax money from the people who live in that area.  He said that we spray on a regular basis and put out pellets.  Clerk Hawkins said that Granite City is in charge of the ponds such as Dobrey Slough they just put out in that area next to Breckenridge and the new wetlands that are being put in the farmer’s field.  Jim Cuvar brought up why trucks over 5 tons were allowed on the roads when there are signs posted otherwise.  It was told that delivery trucks and farm equipment were allowed.  Steve Bailey reported weeds on Central.  Secretary Mel Moore said she has an update on that the Highway Department has done.  The report was read by Clerk Hawkins and made part of the minutes.

NEW BUSINESS:

Supervisor Viessman asked for a motion to approve the Budgets:
Trustee Edwards read the Budget Ordinance summary for the Township as follows:

The amount appropriated for Town purposes for the fiscal year beginning March 1, 2016 and ending February 28, 2017 by fund shall be as follows. 

General Town Fund - $583,888.35

Social Security Fund - $41,171.79

Illinois Municipal Retirement Fund - $69,064.15

General Assistance Fund - $310,772.05

Total Appropriations - $1,004,896.34

Trustee Edwards then made a motion, second by Trustee Abel to approve the Township Ordinance 2016-5 as read. A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  

Trustee Edwards read the Budget Ordinance summary for the Road District as follows:

The amount appropriated for Road District purposes for the fiscal year beginning March 1, 2016 and ending February 28, 2017 by fund shall be as follows. 

General Road Fund - $502,256.61

Social Security Fund - $20,500.00

Illinois Municipal Retirement Fund - $10,000.00

Permanent Road Fund - $246,912.19

Total Appropriations - $779,668.80

Trustee Abel then made a motion, second by Trustee Nemsky to approve the Road District Ordinance 2016-6 as read. A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  

TOWN OFFICIALS COMMENTS:

Highway Commissioner Moore said they are still working on the ditch work.  Hopefully the Highway Department can get something going on down there by Edwardsville Road.  Assessor Hanfelder asked why the area was not draining near Holiday Mobile Home Park.  Highway Commissioner Moore said he did look at that one by the Mobile Park and it looks like it might be blocked up and he would check into it.  Clerk Hawkins said she attended the Township Officials meeting close by in Collinsville.  It was an educational program and it had a lot to do with the election coming up.   

There being no other business a motion was made by Trustee Abel, second by Trustee Luehmann to adjourn the meeting until June 27, 2016 at 7:00 P.M.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
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
