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You're Nought What You Ought, Not What You Wish, Nought What You Hope

I recenily presented a sermon and was asked 10 franscribe it and share it with you all. | pray that it is welcomed and
beligve tha Holy Sparit will use it as He daams.

“The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately sick, who can understand it. " (Jeremiah 17:9) “None is
rightecus, no, not one.” (Romans 3:10) Wow, Jeremiah really exposes the heart, and the truth is 3o significant for the
apostle, that he flat out quoles the Psalmist. Are those words true? Biblically yves, but are they trus for us?

Being behind bars is difficult. Not only do we have our shameful past and a recond of crime, and the windows we once
Inoked out bacame walls. However, our past, the darkest filthiest morally corrupt self, is what God uses for His glory and
divine beauty. Moses purposely recorded events that made him look bad. He tock vengeance on an Egyptian for beating
on an lsraglite, adjudicated a dispute between bwo Habrew men, and was reluctant to obeay God, Saul's past i all about
getting it wrong. Confrary to obedience, the writings of Saul persecuting Christians were deplorable. Yet these men,
among many, were chosen, Handpicked by God and through their filthy soil, became a radiant flower,

Although sin still plays a rele in our sanctification, Paul's letter to Titus encourages us to live godly lives.

Titus Chapter 2 - You, however, must teach what is appropriate to sound doctrine. Teach the older men to be fem-
perate, worthy of respect, self-controlled, and sound ir faith, in love and in endurance. Likewise, teach the older
women to be reverent in the way they live, not to be slanderers or addicted to much wine, but to teach what is
good. Than they can urge the younger women 1o love their husbands and children, to be self-controlled and pure,
to be busy at home, to be kind, and to be subject to their husbands, 50 that no one will malign the word of God.

Similarly, encouwrage the young men to be self-controlled. In everything set them an example by doing what is
good. In your teaching show integrity, seriousness and soundness of speech that cannot be condemned, so that
those who oppose you may be ashamed because they have nothing bad o say about us.

Teach slaves to be subject to their masters in everything, to try to please tham, not to talk back to them, and not

to steal from them, but to show that they can be fully trusted, 5o that in every way they will make the feaching
aboul God our Savior atiractive.

For the grace of God has appeared thal offers salvation fo all people. It teaches us fo say “"No" to ungodiiness
and worldly passions, and to live self-controifed, upright, and godly lives in this present age, while we wait for
the blessed hope—the appearing of the glory of our great God and Savior, Jesus Christ, who gave Himself for us
to redesm us from all wickedness and to purify for Himself a people that are His very own, eager to do what is

good.

These, then, are the things you should teach. Encourage and rebuke with all authority. Do not let anyone despise
you.

Paul understands the difficulty in dealing with sin as he describes his own struggles, not understanding his own actions
and coming to terms with evil that lies close at hand.

Romans 7.1, 4-256 (EZV) - Or do you not know, brothers—For | am speaking to those who know the law—that the
law is binding on a person only as long as he lives?

Likewise, my brothers, you also have died to the law through the body of Christ, so that you may belong o
another, to Him who has been raised from the dead, in order that we may bear fruit for God. For while we were
living in the flesh, our sinful passions, aroused by the law, were at work in our members to bear fruit for death.,
But now we are released from the law, having died to that which held us captive, so that we serve in the new way
of the Spirit and not in the old way of the written code.

What then shall we say? That the law is sin? By no meansf Yet if it had not been for the law, | would not have
known sin. For | would not have known what it is to covet if the law had not said, “You shall not covet.” But sin,
seizirg an opportunily through the commandment, produced in me all kinds of covetousness, For apart from ifhe
faw, sin lies dead. | was once allve apart from the law, but when the commandment came, 5in came alive, and |
died. The very commandment that promised life proved o be death to me. For sin, seizing an opportunity
through the commandment, deceived me and through it killed me. So, the law is haoly, and the commandmeant is
holy and rightecus and good.

Did that which is good, then, bring death to me? By no means! If was sin, producing death in me through what is
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good, in arder that sin might be shown to be sin, and through the commandment might become sinful beyond
measure. For we know that the faw is spiritual, but | am of the flesh, sold under sin. For | do not understand my
own actions. For | do not do what | want, but I do the very thing | hate. Now if | do what | do not want, | agree with
the law, that it is good, 50 now it is no longer | who da it, but sin that dwells within me. For | know that nothing
good dwells frm me, that is, in my Mesh. For | have the desire to do what is right, but not the ability to carry it oul.
For I do not do the good I want, but the evil | do not want is what | keep on doing. Now if | do what | do not want, it
is no longer | who do It, but sin that dwells within me.

So, | find it to be a law that when I want to do righl, evil lies close at hand. For | delight in the law of God, in my
inner being, but | see in my members another law waging war against the law of my mind and making me caplive
to the law of sin that dwells in my members. Wretched man that I am! Who will deliver me from this body of
death? Thanks be to God through Jesus Christ our Lord! 5o then, | myself serve the law of God with my mind,
but with my flesh | serve the law of sin.

Flipping forward one chapter, Paul charges believers to mortify recaining sin by the power of the Holy Spirit. Being
strengthenad to set vour mind on the Spinit, for the Spit is life and peace.

Romans 8 (EEV) - There is therefore now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. For the law of the
Spirit of life has set you free in Christ Jesus from the law of sin and death. For God has done what the law,
weakened by the flesh, could not do. By sending His own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh and for sin, He con-
demned sin in the flesh, in order that the righteous reguirement of the law might be fulfilfed in us, who walk not
according to the flesh but according to the Spirit. For those who live according to the flesh set their minds on the
things of the fesh, but those who live according fo the Spirit sat their minds on the things of the Spirit. For 1o sat
the mind on the flesh is death, but to setf the mind on the Spirit is life and peace, For the mind that is sef on the
flesh is hostile to God, for it does not submit o God™s [aw,; indeead, it cannotl. Those who are in the flash cannot
please God.

You, however, are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if in fact the Spirit of God dwells in you. Anyone who does not
have the Spirit of Christ does not belong to Him. But if Christ is in you, although the body is dead because of sin,
the Spirit is life because of rightecusness. I the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He
who raised Christ Jesus from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through his Spirit who dwells in
you.

So then, brothers, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to live according to the flesh. For if you live according to the
flesh you will die, but if by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body, you will live. For all who are led by
the Spirit of God are sons of God. For you did not receive the spirit of slavery fo fall back into fear, but you have
recefved the Spirit of adoption as sons, by whom we cry, "Abbal Father!™ The Spirit Himself bears witness with
our spirit that we are childiren of God, and if children, then heirs—heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ,
provided we suffer with Him in order that we may also be glorified with Him.

For | consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worth comparing with the glory that is to be
revealed fo us. For the creation waits with eager longing for the revealing of the sons of God. For the crealion
was subjected to futility, not willingly, but because of Him who subjected it, in hope that the creation itself will be
set free from its bondage to corruption and obtaln the freedom of the glory of the children of God. For we know
that the whole creation has been groaning together in the pains of childbirth until now, And not only the creation,
but we ourselves, who have the first fruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly as we wait eagerly for adoption as sons,
the redempition of our bodies. For in this hope, we were saved. Now hope that is seen is not hope. For who hopes
for what e sees? But if we hope for whal we do not see, we wait for il with patience,

Likewise, the Spirit helps us in our weakness, For we do not know what to pray for as we ought, but the Spirit
Himself intercedes for us with groanings too deep for words, And He who searches hearts knows what the mind
of the Spirit is, because the Spirit intercedes for the saints according to the will of God. And we know that for
those who love God all things work together for good, for those who are called according to His purpose. For
those whom he foreknew He also predestined fo be conformed to the image of His Son, in order that He might be
the firstborn amaong many brothers. And those whom He predestined He also called, and those whom He called
He also justified, and those whom He justified He also glorified.

What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can be against us? He who did not spare His own
Son but gave Him up for us all, how will He not also with Him graciously give us all things? Who shall bring any
charge against God's alect? i is God who justifies. Who s to condemn? Christ Jesus is the One who died—more
than that, Who was raised—Wha is at the right hand of God, Who indeed is interceding for us. Who shall separate
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us from the love of Christ? Shall tribulation, or distress, or perseculion, or famine, or nakedness, or danger, or
sword? As it is written, “For your sake we are being killed all the day long; we are regarded as sheep to be
slaughtered.”

No, in all these things we are more than conguerars through Him who loved us. For [ am sure that nelther death
nor life, nor angels nor rulers, nor things present nor things fo come, nor powers, nor height nor depth, nor
anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Remember, your depraved past is exactly what God uses for glory, you don't need to be ashamed of yesterday, on the
contrary, you can join the Apostle Paul in saying, *... by the grace of God | am what | am ..." (1 Corinthians 15:10)
