Sunday Reflection: First Sunday of Lent Readings for next Sunday,

What lesson can we learn from Jesus' temptation in the wilderness? How can we March 13, 2022

hope to fight temptation and overcome sin in our own personal lives? When Genesis 15:5-18

Jesus went out into the wilderness to fight temptation by the devil, he was led Philippians 3:17-41

by the Holy Spirit. Jesus did not rely on his own human strength and will-power Luke 9:28b-36

for overcoming temptation. He relied on the Holy Spirit to give him strength,

wisdom, courage, and self-control. We need the strength and guidance of the

Holy Spirit to help us. The Lord Jesus gives us his Holy Spirit to help us in our weakness (Romans 8:26) and
to be our guide and strength in times of testing (1 Corinthians 10:13). The Lord Jesus is ever ready to pour
out his Spirit upon us that we may have the courage we need to repent of our sins and to turn away from
them, and to reject the lies and deceits of Satan.

The forty days of Lent is the annual retreat of the people of God in imitation of Jesus' forty days in the
wilderness. We are called to journey with the Lord in a special season of prayer, fasting, almsgiving,
repentance, and renewal as we prepare to celebrate the feast of Easter. The Lord gives us spiritual food
and supernatural strength to seek his face and to prepare ourselves for spiritual combat and testing. We,
too, must follow in the way of the cross in order to share in the victory of Christ's death and resurrection.
As we begin this holy season of preparation and renewal, let's ask the Lord for a fresh outpouring of his
Holy Spirit that we may grow in faith, hope, and love, and embrace his will more fully in our lives. Wish you
all a blessed Lenten Season.

Saints of the Week: Sts. Perpetua and Felicity

"When my father in his affection for me was trying to turn me from my purpose by
arguments and thus weaken my faith, | said to him, ‘Do you see this vessel—water
pot or whatever it may be? Can it be called by any other name than what it is?’
‘No," he replied. ‘So also | cannot call myself by any other name than what | am—a
Christian.”

So writes Perpetua: young, beautiful, well-educated, a noblewoman of Carthage in
North Africa, mother of an infant son and chronicler of the persecution of the
Christians by Emperor Septimius Severus.

Perpetua’s mother was a Christian and her father a pagan. He continually pleaded
with her to deny her faith. She refused and was imprisoned at 22.

Feast Day: March 7

In her diary, Perpetua describes her period of captivity: "What a day of horror! Terrible heat, owing to the
crowds! Rough treatment by the soldiers! To crown all, | was tormented with anxiety for my baby.... Such
anxieties | suffered for many days, but | obtained leave for my baby to remain in the prison with me, and
being relieved of my trouble and anxiety for him, | at once recovered my health, and my prison became a
palace to me and | would rather have been there than anywhere else.”

Despite threats of persecution and death, Perpetua, Felicity—a slave woman and expectant mother-and
three companions, refused to renounce their Christian faith. For their unwillingness, all were sent to the
public games in the amphitheater. There Perpetua and Felicity were beheaded, and the others killed by
beasts. Felicity gave birth to a daughter a few days before the games commenced.

Perpetua’s record of her trial and imprisonment ends the day before the games. “Of what was done in the
games themselves, let him write who will.” The diary was finished by an eyewitness.

Perpetua and Felicity are the patron saints of mothers, expectant mothers, ranchers and butchers.
