Energy Budgets--Scoring
 







Things I will look for on your energy budget report--make sure that you explain each topic in depth.

1. (10 points)  Did you remain under the limits of natural gas and oil reserves?

2. (10 points)  Show that you left enough gas and oil to give the next Czar a fighting chance of keeping society running?

3. (10 points)  Did you ever suffer dips in your year-to-year per capita energy consumption?  If so, why this was done and why is it acceptable?  By how much did you increase or decrease per capita energy consumption by 2040?  What effects might this have had on society?  (Note:  you are not allowed to drop per-capita energy consumption to less that 5000 kW*hrs per person per year.)
4. (10 points)  Are your increases in new energy sources reasonable?  You must explain how you paid for any energy that showed up in 'cost' column.

5. (10 point)  Make sure that the graphs in your spreadsheet make sense.  Include them in your typed up report.

6. (10 points)  If you decreased the amount of energy consumed per person, explain what conservation measures you put into place.  Remember, as Czar, one of your mandates is to create a more equitable distribution of energy--discuss how North Americans are effected by your policies compared to peoples of other nations.

7. (10 points)  Report how many nuclear power plants and coal plants were built.  Report how much surface area of the planet you covered with solar cells and wind generators.  Discuss the environmental aspects of this.

8. (10 points)  Did you try to change the rate of population growth?  Explain why you did or why you didn't change the rate of population growth.  If you did affect a change, how did you bring this change about?

9. (10 points)  Discuss how your society lives and works in your energy future.

10. (10 points)  Please turn in both a hard copy, and a disk copy of your budget.  For your hard copy, print only the future years and the graph.  Use the "Print Selection" command so that the entire budget will fit on one page.
