/ƻƴǘǊŀǊȅ ǘƻ Ƴƻǎǘ ǇŜƻǇƭŜΩǎ ǘƘƛƴƪƛƴƎ, Coloured Pencil work requires proper materials and a good working 
of the techniques involved to achieve luminous, detailed art.  Drawing skills are very helpful but not 
required.   A good knowledge and understanding of a value scale is important as well. 

Notes for participants to read prior to the classes will be provided by email so everyone can print and 
have their own. 

DAY ONE: - We will be discussing all the materials and options available to creating CP art.  We will then 
talk about some of the techniques and do a number of exercises to develop these.  I will provide a demo 
so everyone can see first-hand why it is not colouring.  Handouts will be provided for a simple drawing, 
which we will work on and depending on time will probably complete at home. 

Another drawing with step-by-step notes will be provided by email for participants to read prior to the 
second class to print and have on hand.  

DAY TWO: - We will review the day one drawing and deal with any questions and difficulties.  We will 
discuss the notes sent out for this class and work on this piece.  I will walk around to help everyone and 
answer questions.  It is unlikely that anyone will complete this project in the class due to the amount of 
time we have but you will have the step-by-step notes to complete it on your own and I will be available 
via email should anyone have any questions. 

Note:  I will also bring a few of my works for participants to view up close.

Helpful Info from LCAG Artist 
THANK YOU to Anne Layman 

 
The woman who handles my printing at Staples 
mentioned recently I should not be buying regular 
paper for printing.  She said I should only buy 
"inkjet".  The ink stays on top of the paper and does 
not soak in as it does when using regular paper.  It 
means using less ink .  I had complained that I was 
going through cartridges so fast.  It's a little more 
costly but it will save in the long run. The same 
would apply if you have a laser jet printer to use 
paper for laser jets. 
 

NEW TABLE CLOTHS TO REPLACE 
OLD CUT AND STAINED ONES 

 

For those of you who come out to paint or 
sketch at the art studio on a regular basis, 
the old table cloths will be replaced over the 
next while. 
We ask that you use a drop cloth to protect 
the new table cloths from the stains of 
acrylic, and oil paints as well as pastels, etc. 
There are a few used plastic table cloths on 
the side shelves for use and we will be 
cutting the old table cloths to individual sizes 
for use as drop cloths. 
Also, protect the cloths from cuts by placing 
a board when using an exacto knife on the 
surface. 
Let's try to keep the new table cloths clean 
and uncut longer than the last ones.

Although colour has been closely tied to emotion, what interests me is to play with the tension of line and colour 
to arrive at an abstract idea.  This show is about the understanding of truth, whether mundane or 
worldly. "Understanding is a relation between the knower and an object of understanding". Over the long history 
of humanity on earth, our role in the final destiny of this orb has always been hazy.   Are we a jewel in an illustrious 
Crown of the universe, or are we a happenstance sidebar to the true majesty before which our existence 
pales?    We brackishly insist on our beliefs. From this premise, although much beauty has been portrayed, much 
chaos has also terrorized our existence.  In recent centuries, our beliefs were routinely turned upside down as our 
awareness expanded.  Decades allow the exuberance of youth to mellow into the vortex of time.   
Is it our movement in time and space that shifts our understanding, altering perception until we tremble at the 
prospect of tantalizing truth?  Humanity seeking truth, Is this the process of beauty and chaos that eventually leads 
us all to the notion of mercy?  Is our struggle eternal?  Does it matter? On this pale blue dot, humanity is important 
because we dominate the planet. Beyond our planet we are expendable. On a cosmic scale, planet or star, it all 
continues to evolve.  
 

About the Artist: Winnipeg born from homesteader stock, I've lived my life moving from province to province, 
across the ocean and back, a lifelong learner open to new friends, new skills, and always ready to move on. 
Although I celebrate that nothing abides, wherever I live I feel rooted forever. After studies in art history and a 
career in lighting sales, my artistic background is self-directed, with formal training and inspiration via workshops 
and mentoring. My creative process usually begins by noticing some interesting line or contrast that is suggestive 
of something or other, then mulling over the possibilities until settling into the theme of the work. My interests 
are to capture and depict the energetic tension between line and colour. Subjects are eclectic, usually interpreted 
in abstract expressionism, and informed by research, social contact, attending workshops, exhibiting, and 
delivering art history lectures. I am a member of Charleswood Art Group & Local Colour Art Group. As an elected 
member of the Manitoba Society of Artists, i serve as President, and organize their art history conferences, and for 
6 years have chaired Manitoba's Open Juried Competition and Exhibition. I also enjoy serving as a Docent for the 
Winnipeg Art Gallery.
