I. Quorum was established.

II. 6:00 p.m. meeting was called to order by Gene Wueste.
III. Prior meeting minutes were reviewed and a motion to approve was made by Andrew Hadnot, seconded by Robert Wagnon and passed 4-0.
IV. Public Forum:


· Homeowner spoke of requesting patrols each shift from Harris County Sheriffs Office and The Constable’s office. Inquired about status of private security for Meadowlake.

· Homeowner reported people walking at 3 a.m. and police were called.

· Homeowner commented on security issues and having homeowners do follow up calls when a response from a unit does not happen within half an hour.
