He 
sought me, and He bought me with His  
redeeming blood. He loved me ‘ere I knew 
Him, and all my love is due Him. He plunged 
me to victory beneath the cleansing flood!” 
I doubt any of us would ever say we like to experience defeat in our lives. At 
least for me, I would rather be a part of a winning team than a losing team. My 
friend, I pray that we remember it's because of our Savior's Resurrection over 
2,000 years ago that the victory WAS, IS, and WILL BE ours! 
 
We live in a world right now that seems to have the upper hand, as we look 
around and see sin and its consequences in so many areas.  While knowledge 
has increased exponentially over the past 100 years, the capacity for sin has 
also been on the rise. We are confronted daily with this fact, and for those  
who know Christ, we often find ourselves crying out for the return of Christ.

Can you imagine a relationship with a friend who contacts you only when 
he needs a favor or to say he’s sorry?  That person would not be your 
best friend or even a close friend. 
 
Mitch is Glenn’s good buddy.  When they connect, something happens.  A certain infectious spirit takes 
over.  Their friendship reflects their history, their many experiences, their conversations, their past mountain 
bike rides, and their pains suffered.  They know each other well and it shows when they talk.  There’s passion 
in their voices.

Just as 
Mitch’s encounters and experience with Glenn have earned Mitch the “first call,” so has the encounter with 
Jesus. The cross earned Him the right to our “first call.”
