UTAH

The Utah Territory, comprising the area of the present states of Nevada and Colorado as well as
Utah, became a state in its own right in 1896, although authorization as a single-district with one
judgeship came two years earlier.1  Utah originally was assigned to the Ninth Circuit, but it was moved to
the Tenth as part of the 1929 appellate court reorganization.  UT.ST.02 was created as a temporary
position in 1954, and converted to permanent seven years later.2

 Utah remains a single-district state with five judgeships.
