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Regular Meeting                                          
Nameoki Town Trustees

February 23, 2015

A motion was made by Trustee Abel, second by Trustee Edwards, to dispense with the reading of the minutes of the previous regular meeting, since each Trustee had a copy and approved them as printed.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  
COMMUNICATIONS:
Clerk Hawkins stated that we received a freedom of information from Karen Zimmerman requesting job positions and associated compensation. This request just came in and I have not had the time to look at it. My Deputy Clerk and FOIA Officer will answer such in a timely manner with my help. 
BILLS:
A motion was made by Trustee Nemsky, second by Trustee Abel to pay the bills.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  Trustee Luehmann, then made a motion second by Trustee Nemsky to approve the payroll.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
TREASURER’S REPORT: 
Trustee Edwards read the Treasurers Report dated February 23, 2015. A motion was made by Trustee Edwards, second by Trustee Luehmann to approve the report as read.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Health: Trustee Luehmann read the health report submitted by Health Inspector, Tony Bennett. There was one complaint on Miracle Avenue which was forwarded to Madison County.  Trustee Luehmann then made a motion, second by Trustee Nemsky to approve the report as read. A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
PUBLIC INPUT:

Pontoon Beach Trustee Linda McFarland complained about the Pontoon Beach Senior Citizen’s Home in that the building is in need of repairs such as the soffit breaking off, leaving openings for rodents to enter the roof etc. Supervisor Viessman answered that he will take a look at the damage to see what it needs and get an estimate cost of the work to be done.
OLD BUSINESS:

Highway Commissioner Don Moore asked Supervisor Viessman, when will the bids be opened for the salt storage shed? Supervisor Viessman answered, I got two bids in. I just got one from John Boushard today. I put in a grant for this door. This won’t happen until we receive the grant, it will be given later than the pep grant he concluded.
NEW BUSINESS:
A motion was made by Trustee Luehmann, second by Trustee Abel to approve Resolution number 2015-2 authorizing Nameoki Township to enter into an agreement with Juneau Associates Inc. for professional engineering and land surveying services. A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
A motion was made by Trustee Edwards, second by Trustee Luehmann to approve Resolution number 2015-3 for Nameoki Township adopting an ADA Transition Plan.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Nemsky, second by Trustee Edwards to approve Resolution Number 2015-4 creating a park committee for Nameoki Township and appointing committee members to said committee. A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
TOWN OFFICIALS COMMENTS: 
Supervisor Viessman informed those present that Heidi Oehler and Tammy Davis who work in the front office and also Laura Marchetti who is the General Assistance Administrator are doing a great job for the Township. Trustee Edwards informed those present about the new way that we must file our Economic Interests Statement electronically. Clerk Hawkins stated that yes, I have already taken care of this on February 20th. It is a much better way to file.
