	Indiana Code 35-44.1-2-3
False Informing or Reporting
A person who reports, by telephone, telegraph, mail, or other written or oral communication, that there has been or there will be tampering with a consumer product introduced into commerce knowing the report to be false; commits false reporting, a Class D felony.

A person who gives a false report of the commission of a crime or gives false information in the official investigation of the commission of a crime, knowing the report or information to be false; commits false informing, a Class B misdemeanor.  However, the offense is a Class A misdemeanor if it substantially hinders any law enforcement process or if it results in harm to an innocent person.
