Born in Buenos Aires, Argentina, Rabbi Algaze
was graduated from The University of Buenos
Aires. He holds a Master of Philosophy degree
from Columbia University, and a Master of
Hebrew Literature from the Jewish Theological
Seminary. The Rabbi has been a Fellow of the
Herbert Lehman Institute of Ethics, a Columbia
University President’s Fellow and a Kent Fellow
of the Danforth Foundation.

Rabbi Algaze received his smicha from Rabbi
Joseph Messas, Chief Rabbi of Haifa, Israel and
from Rabbi Ezra Basry, head of the Beth-Din of
Jerusalem. He is doctoral candidate in ancient
history at Columbia University.
