September 6th class - 3 Yard Quilt

Your cutting instructions

Fabric 1 - cut 3 - 4.5” by WOF (label 2 strips for strip assembly) (cut 1 - 4.5” x 28” label strip
assembly)

Fabric 2 - Cut 3 - 6.5” by WOF (subcut 15 - 6.5” x 7.5” label block B)

Fabric 2 - Cut 1 - 6.5” by WOF (subcut 1 - 6.5” x 7.5” label block B)

(subcut the remainder into 8 - 4 “ x 6.5” label block C)

Fabric 3 - Cut 14 - 1.5 by WOF (label 8 of them block A) (label 4 of them strip assembly)

(cut 2 - 1.5” x 28” label for strip assembly)

Set aside the rest for your borders and binding.
