Who is God?

Is the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob and the Muslim god the same ?

There are many thoughts and definitions about God—but is there only one God or is God the same for everyone only defined in their own culture ?

Many today say the Muslim god, Allah, is the same as the God of the bible, whose name is YHWH? (we place vowels between the constantans in order to pronounce God's Name.  Thus YaHWeH.  We interpolate it Jehovah in our language.)  
The Bible gives us the answer.  Let's examine what it says.
John 1:32- John the Baptist declares that Jesus is the Son of God.
John 3:16, “For God so loved the world that He gave His One and only Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish but have eternal life.”

John 6:33 “ For the bread of God is He Who comes down from heaven and gives life to the world.”
John 6:35 Jesus declared “ I am the bread of life.  He who comes to Me will never go hungry, and he who believes in Me will never go hungry and he who believes in Me will never be thirsty.”

John 14:6 Jesus said “I am the way and the truth and the life-no one comes to the Father except through Me.” “If you really knew Me, you would know My Father as well.”

John 14:11 Jesus said “believe Me when I say that I am in the Father and  the Father is in Me.”

Matthew 17:5 records the voice of God speaking out of a bright cloud that enveloped the apostles along with Jesus.  The Lord God said, "this is My Son, whom I love;  with Him I am well pleased.  Listen to Him!"

 God, YHWH, is the Father of Jesus, Who is the Savior of the world.

This then to be believe in the God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob is to also believe that Jesus is the Son of God Who died for our sins.

This pinpoints and separates Christianity from the Muslims and all other religions who do not believe that Jesus is very God and that He died for our sins.

To believe that Allah is the God of the bible you would have to believe that Jesus is the Son of God and the Savior of the world, which the Muslim's do not.   Therefore, it is obvious the Muslim god is not YHWH, for Allah is not the father of Jesus, nor do the Muslims acknowledge Jesus as God. (They acknowledge Him as a prophet.)
The Muslim god, Allah, is the moon god.  Mohammed brought the Muslim people to acknowledge him as the one god, instead of the 360 different gods they had at that time, and so they called him their god.  Allah was the biggest of the other gods and so they eliminated the 360 gods that they worshipped every day and instead began the singular worship of Allah.
To equate the moon god, Allah, with YHWH is heresy.

In pre-Islamic days, that Muslims call the Days of ignorance, the religious background of the Arabs was pagan, and basically animistic. Through Moon, Sun, Stars, Planets, Animals, wells, trees, stones, caves, springs, and other natural objects man could make contact with the deity. At Mekka, “Allah” was the chief of the gods and the special deity of the Quraish, the prophet’s tribe. Allah had three daughters: Al Uzzah (Venus) most revered of all and pleased with human sacrifice; Manah, the goddess of destiny, and Al Lat, the goddess of vegetable life. These three daughters of Allah (there is a Quranic verse about them) were considered very powerful over all things. Therefore, their intercessions on behalf of their worshippers were of great significance.
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History tells us two theories of Allah’s existence in and around the Kaba Sharif: (1) Pagans used to call the largest Statue among the 360 deities as ALLAH—whom they used to consider the chief/supreme deity (god). Or, (2) Pagan Arabs used to worship 360 deities inside Kaba Sharif, and they used to consider them different smaller deities under the total control of a single most powerful chief deity called “ALLAH” who was invisible (Nirakar) and was the all-powerful, all-knowing, and totally unknowable.
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The Crescent Moon Symbol 

The symbol of the worship of the moon god in Arabian culture and elsewhere throughout the Middle East was the crescent moon. 

Archaeologists have dug up numerous statues and hieroglyphic inscriptions in which a crescent moon was seated on top of the head of the deity to symbolize the worship of the moon god. In the same fashion as the sun is pictured above the Egyptian deity. 

While the moon was generally worshiped as a female deity in the Ancient Near East, the Arabs viewed it as a male deity
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
