Kellie Owens - Kellie is a homemaker and lives with her husband Richard and their children Evan, Sidney, and Caroline within walking distance of the pool.  Kellie has an MBA, and she and Richard are both Vienna natives (Richard's family owned a pool membership from 1965-1979).  Kellie is nominated to take the place of Nancy Luciani as the Board member responsible for overseeing and coordinating swim team operations.  Kellie has been a swim team volunteer for 10 years since her son Evan started with the team, and for the past several years Kellie has been the Club's swim team representative to the NVSL.  Kellie has a wealth of experience in swimming and an excellent network of contacts within the NVSL and the US Swimming communities, and will help the Board in its efforts to make sure that the swim team remains a positive and rewarding experience for all of our participating children.

Dave Miller - Dave and his wife Jenn and their children John, Anna and Thomas live in Vienna and are also active in the Club's swim team as volunteers, with Dave being a certified NVSL official. Dave works for Fannie Mae and has an undergraduate degree in Accounting as well as an MBA.  Dave is also a member of the Town of Vienna's Planning Commission, and his organizational skills and knowledge of long-range planning should help him to make solid contributions to the Board.  Dave has already been appointed by the Board to fulfill the unexpired term of John Maloney, who resigned his position as a Board member earlier this year.  

2.      Proposed Change to Bylaws regarding Late Fees for Member Dues Payments.  Over the past several years, the Board has noticed that a relatively large number of stockholders are paying their annual dues well after the annual March 5 due date.  Presently, the penalty for late payment is $20.  The Board has determined that the $20 late fee is not a sufficient deterrent to late payments and that the number of late payments is impeding the Club's efforts to collect annual dues payments in a timely manner.  The lateness of payments is also a factor in the efficient processing of renting memberships for the summer.  Accordingly, the Board has recommended that the membership approve the following amendment to Section 4 of Article III of the Club's Bylaws (the proposed changes are inserted into the current text of Section 4 of Article III):

"SECTION 4.  The stockholders of each share of stock shall pay to the Corporation an annual fee of four hundred and ten dollars ($410) by the fifth day of March, following the issuance of the share of stock by the Corporation, and thereafter annually by the fifth of March in each succeeding year.  Payment of said fee postmarked after the fifth of March and before May 1 April 15 shall result in the assessment of a twenty fifty dollar ($5020) late fee.  Payment of said fee postmarked after May 1 April 15 shall result in the assessment of a fifty seventy-five dollar ($7550) late fee.  Subject to approval by the Membership Committee, membership in the Corporation shall pass with the transfer of stock.  Transfer by a stockholder of his share of stock shall not interrupt or in any way affect the schedule of payment of the annual fee."
