Greetings in the Name of the Lord, 
 
    As I write this article, we are in the last part of August.  Many of 
us are gearing up for new things happening in our lives and the life 
of Windsor.  School has begun.  High school and college football 
games will be in full gear; even the NFL is in the middle of the 
preseason.  The hot days of August soon will give way to a little 

bit cooler fall and an even cooler winter.  
But the days of August have also 
witnessed some days of turbulence, 
discord and even violence as some 
groups bent on hatred and chaos have 
come out into the open with their ugly, 
mean and distasteful rhetoric.  As your 
pastor, I thought I would share with you 
a document that has existed for a long 
time but many of us overlook or just 
donôt know about.  I would like to 
remind all of us of the Social Principles 
of the United Methodist Church which 
addresses most of the topics of concern 

in our world today.  First, let me quote from the Preface of the 
Social Principles found in part five of the United Methodist Book 
of Discipline.  Beginning in the third paragraph it says: 
 

The Social Principles, while not to be considered 
church law, are a prayerful and thoughtful effort on 
the part of the General Conference to speak to the 
human issues in the contemporary world from a sound 
biblical and theological foundation as historically 
demonstrated in United Methodist traditions.  They 
are a call to faithfulness and are intended to be 
instructive and persuasive in the best of the prophetic 
spirit.  The Social Principles are a call to all members 
of The United Methodist Church to a prayerful, 
studied dialogue of faith and practice. 

 
    Second of all, let me quote from paragraph 162 THE 
SOCIAL COMMUNITY. 
 

A)  Rights of Racial and Ethnic PersonsðRacism is the 
combination of the power to dominate by one race over 

other races and a value system that assumes that the 
dominate race is innately superior to the others.  

Racism includes both personal and institutional racism.  
Personal racism is manifested through the individual 
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expressions, attitudes, and/or behaviors that accept 

the manifested through the individual expressions, 
attitudes, and/or behaviors that accept the 

assumptions of a racist value system and that 
maintain the benefits of this system.  Institutional 

racism is the established social pattern that supports 
implicitly or explicitly the racist value systemé 

éWe commend and encourage the self-awareness 
of all racial and ethnic groups and oppressed people 
that leads them to demand their just and equal rights 
as members of society. We assert the obligation of 
society and people within the society to implement 
compensatory programs that redress long-standing, 
systematic social deprivation of racial and ethnic 
persons.  We further assert the right of members of 
underrepresented racial and ethnic persons to equal 
and equitable opportunities in employment and 
promotion; to education and training of the highest 
quality; to nondiscrimination in voting, access to 
public accommodations, and housing purchase or 
rental; to credit, financial loans, venture capital, and 
insurance policies; to positions of leadership and 
power in all elements of our life together; and to 
full participation in the Church and society.  We 
support affirmative action as one method of 
addressing the inequalities and discriminatory 
practices within the Church and society. 

 
    As United Methodists, while we may not agree with all of 
these statements, I do believe that we can try to work toward 
equal systems in our country.  I also believe we have a 
responsibility to speak out against those who would deny these 
rights purely on racial and ethnic causes.  The community in 
which Windsor is located is very diverse and has many people 
from all races and economic levels.  As we continue to reach out 
to our community, let us remember that we are the only Jesus 
some people will see. 
 
    Thank you for all the great outreach that you do to help bring 
about the reality described in our Social Principles.

My People:  A Salkehatchie Story Part 2

 When we arrived at Ms. Evoleneôs home again, I knocked on the front door to no answer. The 
barking sound of many small dogs came from the backyard. Ivey suggested that we walk around to the back 
of her house.  As we did, Ms. Evolene approached from one of the sheds in her dirt-covered backyard.  At 
once, I was struck by her beautiful white wavy hair and a determined smile that never disappeared, even 
when she was talking to strangers.  She was not very steady on her feet, but on this day she could walk 
where she needed to go.  On bad days she used her walker.  Her dogs continued to bark.  I introduced myself 
and ñmy peopleò (my husband, Ivey).  
 ñHon,ò she said to me, ñLet me show you the tree stump of the tree that fell into my kitchen during 
the storm. I almost got hit, hon.ò We walked to the side of the house to see the stump. Surveying it, I can 
say, that the tree trunk was about the size of a large trashcan lid. Needless to say, it was big enough to do 

considerable damage to her kitchen. Then, she invited us inside.   
 Her kitchen was an add-on to the back of the original house.  Attached to the kitchen was a double ramp leading to the back 
door from two sides. It remained intact.  Following her up one of the ramps, we entered the kitchen door.  ñHon, as you can see, my 
kitchen floor sunk. The sills are busted.ò We could tell that the kitchen floor had a definite slant.  If she placed anything on the hot 
water heater next to the sink, it would slide right off.  Her old-fashioned molded porcelain sink and countertop slanted forward, too.  
Walking across the floor was like walking on a slanted roof.  Her kitchen window was broken and a piece of the back wall was 
missing.  No surprise to us, the ceiling boards were damaged, although her roof had been 
replaced.  It was a mess! She had been living like this since October.  ñHon, could you fix 
my backdoor?  It wonôt open all the way?ò Obviously, the backdoor couldnôt open because 
the floor was crooked.  
 People ask me all the time, ñKathy, how do you select a house to work on?ò  I 
always answer, that, generally, we look to see if we can repair a home to make it drier, 
warmer or safer.  Also, can we do it in a weekôs time with the people and funds that we 
have? Beyond the straightforward decision-making that occurs, we sometimes are 
emotionally drawn to a home or the people who live in that home.  Those are the ones 
where God is speaking to us.  
 This year, we selected nine homes of the twenty-five we looked at.  What do you 
think?  Did we select Ms. Evoleneôs home?  
 More to comeé.
