I make-up some of my own
stories and patterns or combine several stories from different books and always adapt and
change stories a lot. A simple example would be the Tailor's Coat.

I also tell lots of “snowman stories” because I like snowmen. I cut out simple and more
complex snowflakes and snowmen and tell different stories or combine several. I've told
“Sneezy the Snowman” and “The Magic Snowman” and others. Snowflakes range from
the story of Bentley (the snowflake photographer) to just being out in the

snow. Valentine ones are similar.

Sometimes they are my own stories or family history type stuff. One I have adapted is
“Everybody Loves Valentines.”
