Watching the anger but seeing the
thoughtful answers Jesus has been giving inspires perhaps the most important
question ever asked of God.

And
as he said those now-famous words, the Lord gave his church the only mission
it would ever need.

May 22 Mic Drop Mark 12:34
As he often does, Jesus gets the final word. What did he say that stopped all
the naysayers from challenging him? And those words are the foundation of a
church on mission.
