Please contact the REACH office
staff if you have furniture you want to
donate to arrange pickup by the Thrift
Store volunteers. They also ask for
cooking utensils to help them start over.
So, if you have something you no longer
want, they could use it. Often the victims
leave home with only the clothes on their
back, so they are given clothes, furniture,
and items for the home from the Thrift
Store until they can get back on their feet.
They also can use items to help their self-
esteem and pass the time until they can
be placed in a safe environment. You can
provide puzzles (500 pieces or less),
adult coloring books, reading material,
make -up, nail polish, hair clips, etc.
