-Many of the marriages were arranged.
-Betrothal was serious.
-The fact is that most betrothals were successful. Just like most marriages were. We certainly can’t say that today.
John 2:1-11

-That meant that it would have been a terrible time to run out of food and drinks.
-The best case scenario would be that the host would be scandalized forever by the people of the community.
-The worst case would be that the wedding guests could sue the happy couple. There was a law that if the feast was a failure in any way, the guests could sue the groom for up to half the value of all the wedding presents. 
-The point of the passage is that this miracle manifested the glory of Jesus Christ. And because of the manifest glory of Jesus Christ, people believed.

It made manifest the glory of Christ because of four things that happened:
-The change from water to wine was unseen.
-It was also unspectacular.
-It was also unprecedented.
-It was also unmistakable.

-Jesus changing the water into wine was just the first miracle. Jesus changing the hearts of the disciples was the greatest miracle.
-As that water became wine, their hearts of stone were made flesh. They were brought to new life in Christ. 
-The true change happens on the inside. It is as unseen as when that water turned to wine.
-Because salvation is an inward change. It’s an inward change that is unseen and unspectacular.
