[bookmark: _Hlk11677554]6.   DISCUSS/ APPROVE/ TAKE ACTION – Update for the repairs and renovation required for the Wastewater and Water systems.  Bids are due September 26, 2019 by 10:00 am. No action required.
7.  DISCUSS/ APPROVE/ TAKE ACTION – Charges to citizens for work done on their property for water/sewer projects. Council discussed possibility of charging an administrative fee associated with projects in addition to labor and parts that is currently charged. The staff spends a lot of time on these issues. Allen said we should look at our total revenue and determine overhead to assign a percentage. Williams suggested to see what other cities do. Allen made a motion to table for more investigation. Williams seconded. Motion carried.
 
8. DISCUSS/APPROVE/TAKE ACTION – Aqua Services Contract. Service is the same as in the contract from last year. Term is October 1, 2019 to September 30, 2020 and increased from $48,000 to $52,000. Council review the contract and Allen made a motion to accept. Abbe seconded. Motion carried.
9. DISCUSS/APPROVE/TAKE ACTION – Resolution declaring First State Bank of Athens as the city’s official bank. Abbe made a motion to approve. Williams seconded. Motion carried.
10. DISCUSS/APPROVE/TAKE ACTION – Resolution declaring The Monitor as the city’s official newspaper. Williams made a motion to approve. Campos seconded. Motion carried.
11. DISCUSS/APPROVE/TAKE ACTION – Resolution to open a new bank account for deposit of funds from Texas Community Development Block Grant Program Award – 2019 Planning Capacity and Building Fund. Funds provided by Texas Department of Agriculture and U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development dedicated to economic and community development in rural Texas. Campos made a motion to approve. Abbe seconded. Motion carried.
